Minutes of the NRMM WG editorial committee Meeting 

Ispra, 26 – 28 September 2007

Rudolf Hummel, welcomed the participants and he emphasized the importance of making an dedicated effort to present a third level draft as informal document to the GRPE meeting on January 17th, 2008. This request was later strongly reinforced by the chairman of the NRMM WG, Giovanni De Santi.
The draft agenda was reviewed. No remarks were noted and the agenda adopted.
Rudolf Hummel reported that WP.29 AC.3 has welcomed and adopted the preliminary and progress report in its June 2007 session. Support was given to the proposal to accompany the GTR with a guidance document
. 
The preliminary and progress report can be found as the working document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2007/43 (enclosure 1) and the related presentation as informal document WP29-142-24 (enclosure 2) on the WP.29 website . 
Mr. Mitsuo Shikata informed the group about the latest legislative development in Japan (“Report on Future Policy on Emission Reduction” drafted by the Expert Committee of Central Environment Council). (enclosure 3).
Mr. Cleophas Jackson informed the group about the new rule for locomotive and marine engines and its impact on test procedure 1065. (enclosure 4).

The editorial committee welcomed these presentations as relevant for the work of the WG.

“At the Ottawa NRMM meeting the complete first level draft of the NRMM GTR was distributed. The experts decided to concentrate for the time being on chapter 7, i.e. the test procedure. The second level document of chapter 7 was distributed before the Frankfurt meeting in December 2006. 
In Frankfurt the second level review started, completing a first part of the document. All comments were collected into a summary document and distributed immediately at the end of the meeting.

In the April Ispra meeting this review continued. Again all comments were collected and shared with the experts at the end of the meeting. Additionally, all relevant documents were distributed again to the participating experts at the end of the meeting. “
Before the September 2007 meeting in Ispra a unified second level draft was send to the group members. 
At the meeting the WG continued the review of the second level draft and the review of the chapter 7 was nearly completed. All comments were collected and shared with the experts at the end of the meeting. Additionally, all relevant documents were distributed to the participating experts at the end of the meeting. 
A proposal for the third level gtr text of the chapter 7 ‘test procedure’ is attached to this minutes (enclosure 5).  This version is based on the second level document and incorporates all comments received at the Frankfurt and the two Ispra meetings, including those received at the meeting of the 26th – 28th September 2007.  
The members of the editorial committee committed themselves to submit all there comments on this proposed third level draft to the secretary of the NRMM WG by the 29th of October 2007, with Giorgio Cornetti and Rudolf Hummel in copy
. This leaves a minimum time to prepare the meeting of the 7th – 9th November 2007 in Ispra. The discussion during the November meeting will be based on the comments received and will not be a line-by-line revision of the third level document (as it had been done during the second level revision). 
The numbering of the GTR text will be corrected in a later more finalised version according to the GTR formatting. 

The experts agreed that it is important to share the WG’s drafting progress with the GRPE and WP.29. An important part (‘technical procedure’) of the draft GTR will be presented as informal document to the GRPE at its January 2008 meeting. Indeed, this agreement responds to the request by Mr. Gauvin (chairman GRPE) and Mr De Santi (chairman NRMM).
