Minutes of the NRMM WG Editorial Committee Meeting

Ispra, 19 – 21 November 2008

R. Hummel welcomed the participants and repeated the objective of this meeting, which was to consolidate the gtr draft in order to present it as informal document to the GRPE meeting on January, 15th 2009. He also thanked all the experts for their very active and constructive contributions to the drafting work during the months up to the November 2008 meeting. 
The draft agenda (Enclosure 1) was reviewed and adopted. 
R. Hummel informed the experts about the results from the November WP.29/AC.3 meeting. AC.3 endorsed the work done by the NRMM WG. AC.3 chairman Mr. I. Yarnold offered their support, where needed. The commitment by the NRMM working group to present the complete gtr as informal document, was welcomed. 
Status reports for national NRMM regulations were given by:

· M. Shikata, (Enclosure 2) presented the presentation, 2008.11.04, from Yoshitaka TADA (Deputy Director, at the Japanese Ministry of the Environment) on the Emission Regulation for Special Motor Vehicles. 
· C. Jackson presented the 2007 Progress Report on Vehicle and Engine Compliance Activities.
G. Cornetti reported on the NRMM drafting work done since June 2008 and about the content of the new version, which had been distributed at the beginning of the meeting. 

During the three day meeting the Editorial Committee discussed all the questions indicated by Mr Cornetti throughout the body of text (chapters 1 – 9) and reviewed the annexes 1 – 7.  Thus the document has been completely evaluated by the experts. 
Following this, the discussion of the editorial committee concerned comments and questions which were introduced by different experts. 

Mr. Shimpi informed the experts that based on a recent engine test, EMA members have been discussing NRTC speeds above 100% for this type of engines. 
R. Hummel pointed out that any change of the test cycle would create considerable formal problems. Mr. Jackson of EPA did not request or propose specific changes to the NRTC at this meeting. 

It was decided that, if necessary, for a limited number of questions GRPE will be asked for advice. R. Hummel will prepare a list of questions and circulate it to the members of the Editorial Committee before 20/12/2008 for giving their position on each question. 
During the November 2008 meeting the consolidation of the document was nearly completed with few points left, for which responses are expected before the 20th of December 2008. 
For example: 

· J. Stein will evaluate the double temperature criteria for the dilution, based on the document by G. Cornetti, and sent his conclusion and/or proposal before 20/12/2008 to G. Cornetti. (Cornetti’s document will be sent to J. Stein in the next days, as unfortunately he did not receive it before).

· S. Shimpi targets to answer a number of questions, as identified in the draft text, by 20/12/2008.

· If necessary, C. Jackson will provide additional introductory text for the guidance document. 

At the end of the meeting the chairman asked if all experts considered the draft of the legal text ready for presentation as informal document to GRPE in January 2009. Each of the present experts agreed to the presentation as informal document. 

The chairman informed the experts that the meeting of the informal NRMM WG on the morning of the 13th of January 2009, will not only be of information character, but serve to work on the items listed above. This should allow the group to reduce the list presented to GRPE. Consequently, the chairman invited all experts to be present at the NRMM meeting on the 13th January 2009. 

The chairman also emphasised the importance of the presentation to GRPE on the 15th of January 2009.

The Editorial Committee agreed to meet again from the 25th to the 27th February 2009, after the January meeting in Geneva. This meeting will serve to prepare the official document to GRPE’s June meeting (Deadline 20th March 2009), if the NRMM WG is asked by GRPE to do so.  Not all experts could finally predict if they will be available  to participate to the February meeting.

If the official document is to be prepared for the meeting after the June 2009 meeting, the editorial committee meeting could also be foreseen for end of April 2009.
