Germany: Objection to the Proposal of amendments by Italy 

to article 18, paragraphs 4 and 5 of the ATP

The Secretary‑General of the United Nations, acting in his capacity as depositary, communicates the following:

On 28 May 2003, the Secretary-General received from the Government of Germany an objection under article 18 (2) (a) of the Agreement to the proposal of amendments to Article 18, paragraphs 4 and 5.

In accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 2 and 4 of article 18 of the Agreement, the proposed amendments to Article 18, paragraphs 4 and 5 are deemed not to have been accepted and are of no effect, the objection by the Government of Germany having been received by the Secretary-General before the expiry of the six-month period provided for in article 18 (2), i.e. before
