Germany: Notification under article 18 (2) (b) of the Agreement

The Secretary‑General of the United Nations, acting in his capacity as depositary, communicates the following:

On 9 August 2001, the Government of Germany notified the Secretary-General, pursuant to article 18 (2) (b) of the Agreement, that, although it intended to accept the proposals relating to 

Annex 1, Appendices 2 and 3, the conditions necessary for such acceptance have not yet been fulfilled. 

              Consequently, in accordance with the provisions of paragraphs 2 to 5 of article 18 of the Agreement, the proposed amendments to Annex 1, Appendices 2 and 3 will be deemed accepted only if Germany does not submit an objection to the proposed amendment within a period of nine months (i.e., by 15 May 2002) following the expiry of the period of six months prescribed in respect of the initial communication (C.N.63.2001.TREATIES-1of 15 February 2001 (Proposal of amendments to Annex 1, appendices 2 and 3)).  

If no objection is communicated within that period, the date that the amendments are deemed accepted will be 15 May 2002, unless Germany notifies the Secretary-General of its acceptance prior to that date, in which case the date that the amendments are deemed accepted will be the date of receipt by the Secretary-General of the notification of acceptance by Germany.
