“Global technical regulation No.5, TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR
ON-BOARD DIAGNOSTIC SYSTEMS (OBD) FOR ROAD VEHICLES
(ECE/TRANS/180/Add.5, hereinafter referred to as the “gtr”)

(Reference is made to the notification ECE/TRANS/2005/124/5 dated 2
February 2007)

The Government of Japan is studying how to adopt the gtr to the Safety
Regulations of Road Vehicles, as well as implementation rule of the gtr mainly
on the points where a contracting party has to make a choice among given
options according to the gtr. Japan would like to consider threshold values for
OBD that are necessary for the introduction of the gtr into the national
regulations after the confirmation of limit values for emissions in accordance with
the gtr No.4.”

The Permanent Mission of Japan to the International Organizations in
Geneva avails itself of this opportunity to renew to the Executive Secretary of the
United Nations Economic Commission for Europe the assurances of its highest
consideration.
