In accordance with Article 7.2 of the Agreement Concerning the Establishing of
Global Technical Regulations for Wheeled Vehicles, Equipment and Parts which can be
fitted and/or be used on Wheeled Vehicles, done a Geneva on 25 June 1998, the
European Union began applying the Global Technical Regulation No. 9 - Pedestrian
Safety on 24 November 2009.

The relevant requirements as laid down in Global Technical Regulation No. 9 have
been fully taken into account with the adoption on 14 January 2009 of Regulation (EC)
78/2009 of the European Parliament and of the Council, on the type-approva of motor
vehicles with regard to the protection of pedestrians and other vulnerable road users, as
well as the adoption on 22 July 2009 of Commission Regulation (EC) 631/2009, laying
down detailed rules for the implementation of Annex | to Regulation (EC) No 78/2009.
