Statute II:
Objectives of ISEO

ARTICLE II Objectives

The Organisation shall seek to accelerate and 
enlarge the contribution of sustainable energy to 
economic and social development throughout the 
world. Sustainable energies include any energy 
system, source, carrier and use, that does not 
harm the health, environment, climate and peace 
on Earth.



Statutes III:
Members

Members of ISEO shall be:
Category A: a) States and government agencies

b) political and/or economic 
integration organisations

Category B: c) national non-governmental org.
d) international non-governmental org.

Category C: e) affilates, academia, etc...
