Sharing the EC experience (2/2)

» (some) Recommendations for the ongoing UNECE eCMR operationalization initiative

« Good progress, but more time is needed (issues are complex, legally and technically; very high
number of potentially impacted stakeholders)

* Prolong mandate of the group of experts (for another 2 years)

« Enlarge participation (open-up to more experts, reach out / wider stakeholder consultation)
» Learn from existing solutions and seek to allow for their re-use to the largest extent possible
» Encourage pilot testing

« Carefully consider legally binding vs guidelines framework

« Can UNECE implementation specifications be made mandatory? If yes, by means of what legal tools?
» e.g. of UNECE WP 15 Guidelines on use of electronic data exchange for dangerous goods

« At national level, avoid making use of electronic means mandatory, at least until a well functioning global
environment is established

« Don’t lose sight of similar developments in other modes & potential of multimodality (re-use of
data across transport modes/documents)
