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Summary 
 
 

1. Statistical reports on the Internet are an important item in Statistics Sweden’s publication policy. The 
traditional reporting of basic statistics in the printed series Statistical Reports (hereinafter abbreviated to SR) 
has changed. The reports are now more adapted to the Internet, with a standardized content structure and a 
new layout. The SRs are presented on the Internet in two formats: one for reading on-screen (html) and one 
for printing out (pdf). It is still also possible to order SRs in printed form. 
 
2. The production process has been standardized. The authors use specially developed templates and tools 
during production. The switch-over has not been problem-free. 
 
3. Studies indicate that users are very satisfied with the change, but at the same time there has been a 
number of viewpoints and suggestions for improvements of the new SR concept.
