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The main objectives of the Joint FAO/ECE/ILO Experts Network were implemented during last year. 
These included: the organisation of forestry seminars and other forms of information exchange (eg. Network-
ing), the creation of partnerships and fundraising to carry out common activities.  
Networking helped to identify the needs and priorities of the framework of the mandate of the Joint Experts 
Network. Partnerships and funding helped to promote our work programme. 
 
The Joint Experts Network spins its web 
During the 1styear of the Joint Experts Network, closer links were established with the representatives of the MCPFE, the ENFE 
and the European Commission (Education). Other contacts are being established. 
 
Workshop on sustainable development of competitive forest operations in Europe – Krakow (Poland) – 16 Sept. 2005 
A very successful workshop was organised in Poland by the ENFE under the auspices of the Joint Experts Network with a contri-

bution to the Work Programme of the MCPFE: The workshop focused on encouraging the establish-
ment of associations for SMEs and the forestry workforce, including self-employed and informal 
workers, as a means to strengthen the role of contractors in the forest-wood chain.  The workshop 
aimed to strengthen forestry workforce representation and participation in decision making proc-
esses, both at a national and European level. An excursion to forest harvesting operations was under-
taken after the meeting.
