(b) In an integrated approach, all road transplaygrs have to be involved in the reduction of
CO2 and pollutant emissions. Increasing the usenefronmentally friendly alternative
energy sources like for example biodiesel, bioethdnogas, synthetic biofuels or hydrogen
is one of the essential fields of action.

(c) Measures to support the introduction of EFVsuith be based on a common understanding.
This means that a globally harmonised method shipirdy be develop for evaluating the
environmental friendliness of a vehicle.

(d) In developing an evaluation method, focussingelg on the vehicle will not yield the
required results.
