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Summary

The Meeting of the Parties to the Convention on Environmental Impact Assessment
in a Transboundary Context requested the Convention secretariat, in accordance with the
financial rules of the United Nations, to monitor the expenditure of the Convention’s funds
and to prepare a report for the next session of the Meeting of the Parties, based on the
information contained in biannual reports (ECE/MP.EIA/10, decision 1V/8, para. 13). This
report covers the period from after the fourth session of the Meeting of the Parties, in June
2008, to the end of June 2011, and includes expenditure up to and including the fifth
session of the Meeting of the Parties in June 2011. It provides an update on the report on
budget and financial arrangements in the period since the fourth session of the Meeting of
the Parties to the Convention (ECE/MP.EIA/EIA/2011/1-ECE/MP.EIA/SEA/2011/1). The
trust fund balance was positive at the end of the period.
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Introduction

1. This report sets out income, in-kind contributions and expenditure in the reporting
period, as well as the balance in the Convention’s trust fund at the end of the period. It also
identifies savings and overspend. The report addresses work under the Convention,
including under its Protocol on Strategic Environmental Assessment. Details of income and
expenditure are provided in the annex to this report.

Pledges and fund-raising

2. The pledges made at the fourth session of the Meeting of the Parties were
insufficient to cover the budget. The Parties were therefore invited to come forward with
further contributions, noting that the Meeting of the Parties, by its decision 1V/8
(paras. 7-8) (a) encouraged Parties that had up till then not pledged anything to make
contributions during the current and future budget cycles; and (b) Parties that had up till
then only committed limited funds or in-kind contributions to raise their contributions
during the current and future budget cycles.

3. The Chair of the Bureau wrote to a number of Parties early in 2009 for this purpose.
Some Parties subsequently made unpledged contributions, though these contributions were
not necessarily in response to the letter by the Chair. In addition, many Parties made
contributions beyond their pledged amounts.

4. Most countries fulfilled their pledges. In early 2011, at the request of the Bureau, the
Chair of the Bureau wrote to Portugal regarding its failure to fulfil its pledged contribution.

Income and expenditure

5. Table 1 summarizes the income and expenditure in United States dollars. Parties
made financial contributions to the Convention’s trust fund (tables A.1 and A.2, in annex).
Contributions were received in mid-2011 from the Czech Republic, France, Hungary, the
Netherlands and Slovakia intended for the period between MOP-5 and MOP-6; these will
be reported in the next biannual financial report.

6. The activities under the workplan were assigned priorities 1, 2 or 3 in the budget
(decision 1V/8). The Czech Republic and Slovenia imposed conditions on their
contributions, with $9,000, earmarked for priority-2 activities. Germany, Norway and
Switzerland and EC each provided large (over $30,000) additional unpledged contributions,
earmarked primarily to support participation in meetings by representatives of countries
with economies in transition (CITs) (i.e., priority 1).

7. Two priority-2 activities were not completed within the previous intersessional
period and were therefore carried forward, together with their budgeted funds: a capacity-
building workshop for Eastern Europe ($30,000); and a subregional cooperation workshop
for the Mediterranean Sea ($23,869) (decision 1V/8, annex, para. 12). Both of these
activities were completed in the current intersessional period.

8. The income, together with the funds for the carried-over activities, totalled
$1,025,420.

9. The secretariat spent from the trust fund in accordance with the budget (table A.3,

with further details in tables A.4 and A.5). The funds were spent on 19 priority-1 activities
in the following areas:

11.  The expenditure totalled $775,537, to which was added 13 per cent United Nations
programme support costs of $100,820, leaving a balance in the trust fund of $149,063.

12.  Parties, other States and organizations also undertook 17 priority-2 workplan
activities in the following areas by providing in-kind contributions (table A.6):

(@  Informal translation into Russian of informal papers for MOP-5;
(b) A final conference on the pilot project in Belarus (see below) (Belarus);

(c) A subregional workshop on the outcome of a pilot project in Central Asia
(Kyrgyzstan);

(e)  Aseminar on EIA of large energy projects in the Black Sea area (Hungary);

()] A subregional cooperation meeting for the countries of South-Eastern Europe
(Bulgaria);

(g)  Subregional cooperation meetings in Finland and Lithuania for the countries
of the Baltic Sea area;

(h)  Apilot project in Eastern Europe (Belarus-Lithuania, 2009-2010);

13.  Funds channelled through the Environment and Security Initiative were disbursed to
support the pilot project in Belarus, which received Government approval in June 2010 and
was completed at the end of December 2010, and to support a subregional workshop for the
Caucasus held in May 2011. Funds from the same source were expected to support in mid-
2011 the planned country-specific performance review (technical assistance) for Azerbaijan
(the latter being priority-1).

14.  These activities, funded by in-kind contributions, have been valued at $351,255 in
total, according to the budget indicated by the Meeting of the Parties. An additional
subregional cooperation meeting for the countries of South-Eastern Europe was held in
Montenegro in December 2009, following that country’s ratification of both the Convention
and its Protocol; the only expenditure from the trust fund for that workshop was to cover
attendance by the secretariat.



Overspending and savings

15.  There was some spending on priority-1 workplan activities that exceeded the
assigned amount for a budget line:

(@)  The sixteenth, seventeenth and twentieth sessions of the Implementation
Committee cost more than budgeted. Costs had been expected to decline because one less
country (Azerbaijan) was to receive financial support for travel, including payment of a
daily subsistence allowance (DSA), in accordance with the criteria adopted by the
Committee on Environmental Policy (ECE/CEP/155, annex I). However, Germany made an
additional contribution partly to ensure Azerbaijan’s continued participation, including in
an additional, unforeseen, but short, seventh session in the period. The total overspend was
approximately 10 per cent;

(b)  Though the total costs of financial support for the twelfth meeting of the
Working Group were below budget, the costs of participation by representatives of
non-governmental organizations (NGOs) were slightly over budget. Similarly, for the
thirteenth meeting of the Working Group, the costs of participation of States outside the
region of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE) were over-
budget but the overall meeting costs were below budget;

(¢)  Expenditure on the extrabudgetary post exceeded the budgeted amount by
approximately 5 per cent, in part because of the extended recruitment process to fill the post
resulting in the contracting of temporary staff;

(d)  Expenditure on MOP-5, being held in conjunction with MOP/MOP-1,
exceeded that for the originally planned combination of MOP-5 with
MOP/MOP-2. However, it was still substantially less than the amount planned for that
combination preceded by a stand-alone MOP/MOP-1.

16.  Savings, at or exceeding $10,000 per budget line, were realized for the following:
(@)  There was no free-standing MOP/MOP-1 (saving $45,000);

(b)  The third session of the Meeting of the Signatories was held at lower cost due
to savings from its being held back to back with a meeting of the Working Group (saving
$19,200);

(¢)  The fourth meeting of the Working Group on Environmental Impact
Assessment in the intersessional period was to be held within MOP-5, and earlier meetings
were organized at lower cost (saving $66,816);

(d)  Savings of $70,000 arose as a Working Group on Strategic Environmental
Assessment was not established before MOP-5, because of the delayed entry into force of
the Protocol;

(e)  Only three, rather than four, free-standing meetings of the Bureau were held,
and they were done at reduced cost (saving $12,454);

4] Few informal translations were made, or they were produced by the
secretariat from its own resources ($45,000);

(9)  The secretariat provided further secretariat support without recourse to a
consultant or use of the trust fund for promotional materials (saving $90,000);

(h)  Expenditure on the secretariat’s travel in relation to the workplan was
controlled (saving $16,889);

(i) Promotion of contacts outside UNECE was carried out at reduced cost, too
(saving $21,437);



) Informal translations of submissions and related materials were arranged by
the secretariat without recourse to the trust fund (saving $10,000);

(k)  The secretariat prepared the third review of implementation without recourse
to a consultant (saving $20,000);

{)) An independent review in Ukraine and technical assistance in Armenia were
organized at lower cost (saving $24,552);

(m)  One subregional workshop (Mediterranean Sea area) was accidentally
included in the new budget, while also having a budget carried over (saving $20,000);

(n)  The secretariat arranged informal translations of necessary documents for the
seminar on legislation and procedures without use of the trust fund (saving $20,000);

(0)  Only one of the two one-day seminars was held, with that held at reduced
cost (saving $34,879).

17.  In addition, it was clear early in the period that priority-3 activities would not be
funded and had therefore to be cancelled, resulting in savings of $150,000 (further
secretariat support for the implementation of the Convention and the Protocol: consultants;
promotional materials; secretariat travel in relation to the workplan). The total savings were
$ 682,955.

18.  Table 2 presents the budgetary requirements for the period between the fourth and
fifth sessions of the Meeting of the Parties, identifying how much of the budget was
fulfilled by expenditure and in-kind contributions and taking into account savings and
overspend.

Annex

Outstanding requirements and operating reserve

19. Table 2 also presents the outstanding budgetary requirements at the end of the
period, corresponding to the subregional cooperation workshop for the Mediterranean Sea
area, which was not held as planned. This requires that $22,600 be carried forward into the
next intersessional period, taking into account the United Nations programme support costs.
The remainder of the $149,063 in the trust fund (table 1) may therefore be added to the
operating reserve.

20.  An operating reserve of $262,862 was created by carrying forward unspent funds
from the period between the third and fourth sessions of the Meeting of the Parties, as
decided by the Meeting of the Parties (decision 1V/8, annex, para. 14). The operating
reserve provided contingency funding to ensure continued operations under the Convention
in the event of unanticipated problems, for example delayed receipt of contributions.
