Agreement between the Government of the Czechodovak Socidist Republic and the Government of
the Federd Republic of Germany on inland water transport.

Agreement between the Government of the Czech and Slovak Federd Republic and the
Government of the Kingdom of the Netherlands on inland navigation.

Agreement between the Czech and Slovak Federd Republic and the Government of the Grand
Duchy of Luxembourg on inland navigation. For the Czech Republic in force snce 6 June 1994.

Convention on the Navigation on the Rhine from Neuhausen up to the downstream of Bae
concluded between Switzerland and Grand Duchy of Baden.

Agreement between the Federd Council of Switzerland and the French Government on the
navigation on the Lake of Léman.

New Convention on the Navigation on the Lakes Maggiore and Lugano concluded between
Switzerland and Itdy. Entered into force on 1 June 1997.

Agreement between the Austrian Federal Government and the Government of the Peopl€'s Republic
of Hungary concerning the regulation of the questions of Danube shipping.

Agreement between the Augtrian Federd Government and the Government of the Czech and
Sovak Socidist Federd Republic concerning the regulation of questions of the Danube shipping.

Agreement between the Augtrian Federd Government and the Government of the Federd People's
Republic of Y ugodavia concerning the regulaion of questions of the Danube shipping.

Agreement between the Austrian Federal Government and the Government of the Federal Peopl€'s
Republic of Bulgaria concerning the regulation of questions of the Danube shipping.

Agreement between the Austrian Federd Government and the Government of the Federd People's
Republic of Romania concerning the regulation of questions of the Danube shipping.

Agreement between the Republic of Austria and the USSR concerning the regulation of technica
and commercid questions of the Danube shipping. The Austrian Government has informed the
secretariat that the legd dtatus of the Agreement in rdation to the Russian Federation and the
Ukraineis currently under examination. The Ukraine has informed the secretariat thet the
Agreement had been prolonged by the Governments of Augtria and the Ukraine.

Agreement on Trade and Shipping between the Czech and Slovak Sociadist Federd Republic and
the People's Republic of Bulgaria. Negotiations on a new Agreement on inland navigation questions
are under way.

Agreement on shipping between Sovakia and the Kingdom of Serbs, Croats and Sovenians. The
secretariat is unaware of the exact title of the Agreement nor whether it is considered to be in force
for the countries concerned (Slovakia, Croatia, Yugodaviaand Sovenia). Negotiations on the
conclusion of anew Agreement on inland navigation questions between Sovakia on the one hand,
and Croatiaand Y ugodavia on the other hand, are currently under way.

Agreement between the Ministry of Trangport and Communications of the Republic of Kazakstan
and the Minigiry of Transport of the Russian Federation on the Cooperation in the Field of Water
Trangport. The Agreement between the Governments of the Republic of Kazakstan and of the
Russian Federation on Terms and Conditions for the Navigation of Vessds on Inland Waterways
has been prepared and initidled by the Parties but not yet sgned.

Agreement between the Minigtry of Trangport of the Russan Federation and the Ministry of
Trangport and Communication of the Republic of Lithuania on the Cooperation in the Field of River
Trangport, Sgned on 18 November 1993. A draft intergovernmenta agreement on shipping in the
Kurshinski Zdiv and inland waterways of the Russian Federation and of the Lithuanian Republic has
been prepared.

The conclusion of an agreement on terms and conditions for the navigation of vessels on inland
waterways is under way.

Agreement on the Navigation in the Kainingrad (Widanski) Bay is being prepared.

Agreement on shipping between Sovakiaand the USSR. The secretariat is unaware of the exact
title of the Agreement nor whether it is consdered to be in force for the countries concerned
(Slovakia, Russian Federation, and other CIS countries).

Agreement on Partnership and Cooperation between the Russian Federation on the one hand and
the States members of the European Community on the other hand. Entered into force in December
1997.
