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l. ATTENDANCE

1. The Working Party on the Standardization of Tecalnémd Safety Requirements in Inland
Navigation (SC.3/WP.3) held its thirty-third sessfoom 16 to 18 June 2008 in Geneva.

3. Representatives of the following intergovernmentghanizations also took part in the
session: Central Commission for the NavigatiorhefRhine (CCNR), Danube Commission
(DC) and International Sava River Basin Commissidhe following non-governmental
organization was represented: European Boatingcdhason (EBA).

4.  Mr. Evgeny Kormyshov (Russian Federation) chaihexigession following his re-election
during the thirty-second session of the Workingyar

5. The meeting was opened by Mrs. Eva Molnar, Directdhe UNECE Transport Division.
She informed the Working Party about internal clesng the Transport division, noting that
inland water transport activities were from nowpant of the Sustainable Transport section,
under the supervision of Mr. Martin Magold. Sheamaged the Working Party to finalize its
recommendations for the fifty-second session oMiweking Party on Inland Water Transport
and thanked the River Commissions, the Europeann@ssion and the SC.3 groups of
volunteer experts for their contribution. Mrs. Malralso noted that major international
organizations, such as the 2008 International rari$-orum, had identified a number of issues
of growing importance for inland water transpantparticular the impact of the climate change
on inland waterway infrastructure and intelligenainsport systems. She proposed that the
Working Party hold a preliminary discussion on th&spics to see whether UNECE could
contribute in these areas.

The Working Party also noted that
an informal meeting of the River Commissions wdwtdheld on the second day of the session
and agreed to have a short report on this meetirthethird day of the session.
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. EUROPEAN CODE FOR INLAND WATERWAYS (CEVNI) (Agenda item 2)
A. Comparison document CEVNI/ DEND / RPNR / SNSR
DocumentationECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2008/14

7.  The chairman of the informal working group on CEYNIr. Koedam (Netherlands)
reported on the progress achieved in identifyirggdifferences between CEVNI and the rules
and regulations of the River Commissions (PolicgiRaions for the Navigation of the Rhine
(RPNR), Basic Rules of Navigation on the DanubeNDJFand the Rules for the Navigation on
Sava (RNRS)). He presented document ECE/TRANS/8{P3/2008/14, which provided the
comparison of Chapters 1 to 3 in CEVNI and ideetifthe divergences in the four analyzed
documents.

8. The Working Party expressed high appreciation efwbrk accomplished by the Austrian
experts and the entire informal working group, mgtihat it provided a solid and necessary basis
for further harmonization and improvement of natimarules in Europe. The Working Party
noted with satisfaction that most differences resljlfrom the use of different wording and did
not differ on the substance. In this context, therkdhg Party:

(a) Expressed a special gratitude to the Austrian ddileg and to Mr. Gregor Tondl, in
particular, for their excellent work in preparirigetcomparison document;

(b) Decided to inform SC.3 about this activity and siauit to it an advanced copy of the
comparison document, including chapters 4 to 9;

(c) Requested the secretariat to ensure that the dotunoelld be available in all three
UNECE working languages for the SC.3 fifty-secoadsson.

B. Amendments to Chapter 1, “General Provisions”
DocumentationECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2008/15

9. The chairman of the informal working group on CEYNIr. Koedam, introduced
document ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2008/15, in whichwioeking group proposed amendments
to the body of Resolution No.24 and Chapter 1. Mpleasized that these proposals were based
on the analysis of the above-mentioned compariscnment and aimed to simplify the current
CEVNI provisions and to create a basis for harmagithe navigation rules across international
and national river basins. He commented, in pddicon the proposal of the amendment to
paragraph 1 a) i), which was aimed at removingftieenotes to CEVNI provisions in order to
make it more user-friendly. Finally, Mr. Koedammmasized the importance of a gradual
approach in this harmonization activity, which asted in, firstly, agreeing on the amendments
to CEVNI and then, based on the revised CEVNI miovis, submitting proposals to the River
Commissions. CCNR, DC and Sava Commission inforthedVorking Party of their close
involvement in and full support to the informal Wing group.

10. Based on the Mr. Koedam'’s report, the Working Party

(@) Approved the approach adopted by the informal waylgroup on CEVNI and, in
particular, its intention to consolidate and sirfyplhe text by removing the existing
footnotes;
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(b) Decided to dedicate its thirty-fourth session ibifeary 2009 to considering the
amendments to CEVNI, proposed on the basis ofahgarison work of the
informal working group on CEVNI. The Working Partgted, however, that other
priority issues, such as the mutual recognitiobadtmasters’ certificates, could also
be included in the agenda of this session;

(c) Asked the secretariat to compile and circulatescas as possible, all amended
proposals and invited Governments to send theitipos on these proposals to the
secretariat, as soon as possible, so that thematayroup could prepare proposals
for the thirty-fourth session of the Working Party.

(ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/64, para.12). The Working YPadnsidered the revised proposal of
Chapter 21 submitted by the Chairman of the grdumplunteer experts
(ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2008/19). Following an extgasxchange of views on the crew
requirements for recreational vessels, the WorKagy agreed to approve the text proposed in
the document, and forward it to SC.3 subject &ftlowing corrections:

The Danube Commission
informed the Working Party about the exchange betweaining institutions which had already
taken place in the Danube Commission and aboutrdsgion of a special group of volunteers on
harmonization of national educational systems aediutual recognition of boatmasters’
certificates that would meet in Budapest in Noven#¥8. CCNR reported on its work on
facilitating the exchange between the trainingiingons in its Member States, noting that the
results of their work on harmonizing the goals &erdhs of their training programme would be
presented at a round-table on 19 June 2008. Thee Sammission reported on the recent
adoption of the decisions on the requirements lidaiaing boatmasters’ licences and the
minimum manning requirements. The Ukrainian repmégtive informed the Working Party

The Working Party
emphasized the importance of this activity and whared that a larger number of countries
should take part in this work. The participatiortlod Russian Federation and of the United
Kingdom was considered to be particularly useflile Working Party also thanked Mr. Zondag
for his invaluable contribution to the work of theup and his committed and competent
chairmanship. The Working Party asked the secegttiriinform Governments, of the
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importance of the issue, asking them to submit icetels for the group of volunteer experts and
inviting them to propose a new chair for the group.

C. Group of rapporteurs on the Dnieper — Vistula -Oder waterway

31. The Working Party was informed by the secretahat &in expert meeting on the
restoration of the Dnieper-Vistula-Oder waterwaywaking place back-to-back with its
session. The creation of a group of rapporteussudy the social and economic implication of
this project had been approved at the forty-niegsmon of SC.3. In this context, the Working
Party took note of the presentation by Belarushensbcial, ecological and economical
implications of the restoration of the Dnieper-VMistOder waterway. An informative note on
the expert meeting will be prepared for the SAi8-Becond session.

D. Dates of the meetings
