derogations already granted. The Secretariat cooitsider the possibilities to have this

information available.

7-3A REQUIREMENTS CONCERNING NAVIGATION COMPUTERS

7-3A.1 The computer shall be designed for useniatenosphere with air temperature
0 — 40 °C, with 75 % relative humidity at a temperature 6f°€, and at 95 * 1% relative
humidity at a temperature of 20 °C, and also witteatended listing of the vessel of up to
15° and a pitch of up to 5° and a roll of up to522.

7-3A.2 Displays designed for navigation informatihall be colour displays, except
in cases where a basin administration allows feruse of monochrome displays.

7-3A.3 Colour displays, including multifunctiondisplays, shall support at least 64
colours. Exceptions may be made for the display$ndividual devices such as speed
indicators or echo sounders.

7-3A.4 Displays in the wheelhouse shall suppomiaimum resolution of 1280 x
1024. For displays of individual devices such asespindicators, echo sounders, and radio
navigation receivers, displays with less resolutitay be used.

7-3A.5 The display shall ensure that informatisneasily readable to at least the
helms man and a second member of the crew at the 8me from a standing and sitting
position, whatever the lighting conditions in theeglhouse.

7-3A.6 Information and control functions shalllbgically grouped. The information
shall be arranged in accordance with its importaamue purpose. Provision shall be made
for the prioritization of the posting of the infoation, which shall constantly be displayed
and arranged in relation with other informationeTdisplay shall make use of the size and
colour of the image and its placement on the scte@ost high-priority information.

7-3A.7 The information provided on navigation sl displayed together with the
parameters, units of measurement, its purposes@ndes.

7-3A.8 The information shall be clearly presentadthe workspace of the screen
(for example, map images and radar information) ane (or more) dialogue fields (for
example for menus, information or control functipns

7-3A.9 Alphanumeric data, text, signs and grapimformation (such as radar
information) shall be clearly [distinguishable] ognizable] from the steering position.

The colour and brightness of the image shall ber@apiate for the lighting in the
wheelhouse in daytime, at night and at twilight.

7-3A.10 For the display of alphanumeric data amd tear, non-italic fonts shall be
used.
