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. Mandate

1. The Working Party on Inland Water Transport Cat its fifty-third session, had
decided to maintain its informal working group ohetEuropean Code for Inland
Waterways (CEVNI) and renamed it as the "CEVNI Ekp&roup", composed of
representatives of the River Commissions and istedeGovernments.

The Group also disadigbe delegation's comments to
the amendments submitted to the thirty-ninth sessib the Working Party on the
Standardization of Technical and Safety Requiremaninland Navigation (SC.3/WP.3),
which did not meet the approval of SC.3/WP.3 (EGEANS/SC.3/WP.3/78, paras. 8-9).

Adoption of the minutes of the fourteenth meeng

5. The CEVNI Expert Group adopted the minutegofdurteenth meeting on 16 June
2011, as contained in document CEVNI EG/2011/8.

Implementation of fourth revised edition of CEVNI in
Slovakia and related issues

6. Mr. Caky reported that the fourth revised edition of @HWhad been transposed
into the Slovak national legislation through theedt reference to the last edition of CEVNI
and that these provisions would enter into forcd dianuary 2012. He noted that, with this
development, there would remain no or very few aigons from CEVNI, as opposed to the
previous situation described in the last statusontepn CEVNI (ECE/TRANS/SC.3/
2011/7). He indicated that updated informationfua issue would be communicated to the
secretariat.

7. The CEVNI Expert Group welcomed the implementatof CEVNI by Slovakia
and, in response to the questions from the Sloeddgation, clarified several provisions of
CEVNI, which raised questions during their implenagion in Slovakia. The group also
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discussed and approved the following amendmentgsadp to CEVNI, submitted by
Slovakia:

(@) Article 1.10, para. 5: it could be specifiedthe last sentence that the ship’s
certificate and measurement certificate could bbsdept by the operator of the barge. The
Expert Group agreed with the proposal and decidedresent this proposal to the
forthcoming session of SC.3, where another amentip@posal to article 1.10, para. 5,
would be considered,;

(b)  Article 1.15, para. 2: The prohibition to thropour and discharge into
waterways could be expanded to other products tiherpetroleum waste and its mixture
with waters. The group noted that the general pibbh was contained in paragraph 1 of
the article, but agreed that paragraph 2 couldubthdr discussed in connection with the
forthcoming revision of Chapter 10, "Prevention Rdllution of Water and Disposal of
Waste Occurring on Board Vessels";

(c)  Article 3.14, para. 5: instead of indicatitngt the marking should be carried
by the starboard pusher, it could be simply stabedl the marking should be visible from
all sides. The group retained this proposal fothierr discussions, in particular, with the
CCNR, as paragraph 5 is identical to the provisinrthe Rhine Police Regulations;

(d)  Article 3.16, para. 1: it could be clarified the sentence on the marking by
day, that the height may be reduced if the ferrgth® of the length less than 20 meters, to
avoid differences in height by night and heightday for such ferry-boats;

(e) Article 3.16 and annex 3: given that paragrdph article 3.16 was deleted
during the last revision, sketch 41 in the anneoulthbe deleted;

8. The Expert Group decided to forward the promosaparagraph 8 (d)-(i) to the next
session of SC.3/WP.3. The group also decided tatla@groposals in paragraph 8, (a)-(c)
to the list of amendments currently under constitemeby the CEVNI Expert Group. The
group thanked Slovakia for its contribution to twerk on CEVNI and invited Slovak
delegates to take an active part in the meetingiseo§roup.
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Results of consultations on the revision of Gapter 10

9. The representatives of Austria, the Danube Casiom and the Sava Commission
reported that their preliminary assessment of t&&R proposal on draft revised Chapter
10 (CEVNI EG/2011/7) showed that more time was erdeidr finalizing the proposal on
this chapter. First, given that the CCNR Waste @aotion had entered into force only
recently, it would be appropriate to wait for manéormation on the practical application
of the provisions of the Convention and relatedlenmgentation issues, if any. Second, the
revised Chapter 10 needed to reflect the experienaather river basins and, in particular,
of the results of "Waste Management for Inland ation on the Danube" (WANDA)
project, which was currently in its final stage the light of these considerations, the group
decided that the proposal by the CCNR could be #tduhfor preliminary discussion at the
next SC.3/WP.3 session for comments and additiof@amation from all UNECE member
States, so that the group could continue its workhe proposal in 2012.

Other amendment proposals to CEVNI

10. The group reviewed the list of pending amendrpeoposals to CEVNI, presented
in document CEVNI EG/2011/3/Rev.2, and decidebisws:

A. Use of the phrase "The competent authorities"rmagd amendment to article 8.02

11. At its meeting on 16 June 2011 the CEVNI Exg&mup discussed the use of the
words "competent authorities may/shall" in CEVNilldwing the comment by the CCNR
secretariat stating that, in their view, the modgjulations should not contain indications
for competent authorities or any statement of imi@tive character. Following the decision
of the group, the secretariat prepared the listr€les where this phrase was used (CEVNI
EG/2011/9). The list showed that the phrase wag kamely used (eight articles, in total)
and in most of the cases it contained additionfdrmation for boatmasters, informing
them of the possible courses of action by the ceempeauthorities. Moreover, the use of
this phrase, so far, had not raised any issues ustria or other countries, who had
implemented CEVNI. Therefore, the group decidedetve the provisions identified in
CEVNI EG/2011/9 as they are, unless a concrete guapon a specific article was
submitted by CCNR or another party.

12. Inthe light of this decision, the Group comfed that is amendment proposal to first
sentence of article 8.02 should be re-submittésiG®B/WP.3 as follows:

The competent authority shall not transmit theaéado third partiewith the
exception of the neighbouring competent authoritiealong the route of the vessel.

B. Amendment to article 1.08

13. Regarding its original proposal to suppleméet article with a paragraph on life-
saving devices for children, the CEVNI Expert Groagreed with the proposal of the
Group of Volunteer Experts on Resolution No. 6lindude this provision in Resolution
No. 61 and not in CEVNI.

C. Revised article 4.07 on Inland AIS

14.  The group noted that no information had beenmsonicated by the CCNR on the
results of the discussion on the draft revisedclart4.07 by the competent CCNR
committee. However, as some UNECE member States imethe process of introducing
inland AIS on their territories, it was necessarypdate and expand the CEVNI provisions
in this respect. The group, therefore, asked toestariat to re-submit this proposal to the

next session of SC.3/WP.3, replacing the word "shijph "vessel" in paragraph 6 (b) of
the draft article, so that further discussionshis proposal could be held.

D. Other pending amendments

15. The group noted that the following preliminaaynendments, submitted by the
CCNR, would be discussed as soon as a concretegabywas received from the CCNR:

€) Improving the French text of CEVNI: the propbis to be finalized by the
CCNR and the Moselle Commission);

(b)  Clarifying the use of the terms "Floating miatks" in Chapter 6: the CCNR
secretariat pointed out that floating materialsemgunoted only marginally in Chapter 6 and
that perhaps, separate article on them could bisagsd;

(c) Clarifying the use of the terms "pushed corsvagd side-by-side formations”
in Chapter 7: the CCNR secretariat pointed out @tepter 7 often used the term "vessels
and floating material" without mentioning pusheawoys and side-by-side formations.

16. The CEVNI Expert Group was informed that therkvon the German text of
CEVNI was close to the end and that the CCNR sagattwas finalizing the draft, that is
to be submitted to UNECE.

Other business

17. The CEVNI Expert Group agreed that in the ligift the ongoing work on
implementing the fourth revised edition of CEVNI hyember States and River
Commissions, as well as the discussions on the ammendment proposals, such as the
revision of Chapter 10, the next revision of tha@eshould be planned for 2013, at the
earliest.
