UIRR Position Paper — July 2013

Extension of the maximum allowed trailer length by 15cm as a possibility for
trucks in CT operations is welcome.

Clarify the cross-border application of the 44t gross weight allowance in case of
HGVs performing CT positioning legs.

Ensure CT compatibility of any dimension-extension related to aerodynamic
elements.
