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I. Introduction and considerations

At its twenty-ninth meeting, the CEVNI Expert group decided to amend Article 4.07 of
CEVNI based on the document CEVNI EG/2018/11 (proposals for aligning CEVNI with
provisions of the Police Regulations for the Navigation of the Rhine (RPNR) as amended by
CCNR resolutions adopted in 2015-2017) (see CEVNI EG/2018/16, paragraph 14(f).

However, the application of DSC on inland waterways in general case is in contradiction
with provisions of the Regional Arrangement on the Radiocommunication Service for Inland
Waterways (RAINWAT), as shown in the table below.
