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Speaking points for the Executive Secretary, Ms. Olga Algayerova for the
“Partnerships for Ambition: Unlocking the Full Potential of Local Climate
Action”

As the Secretary-General requested, I too, came with an action plan rather than
with a speech. So, I will keep this short. To my UN colleagues I thank you for all
your strong support and cooperation. Let us keep working together towards smarter,
more sustainable, and more resilient cities. To all other delegates present, and
mayors, [ would like to say: we are here to support you, and work with you. Let us
know the best ways to do it.
