2.  Notesthe report provided by the Implementation Commitieehe follow-up to decision
2008/5 on compliance by Spain with its obligationsler the Protocol on Volatile Organic
Compounds, based on the information provided byrSpaMarch 2009 and the additional
information presented during the information gaitiggmission to Spain carried out in accordance
with paragraph 11 of decision 2008/4 in July 2Q@%;E/EB.AIR/2009/3,

paras.18-25), and the conclusions drawn from tigsion;

3. Reiteratesitsincreasing disappointment at the continuing failure of Spain to fulfil its
obligation to adopt and implement effective meastioereduce its national annual emissions by at
least 30 per cent by the year 1999, using 198&dmse year and its continuing non-compliance
with the emission reduction obligations under &tie.2(a) of the Protocol since 1999;

4.  Onceagain strongly urges Spain to fulfil its obligation under article 2.2(af)the Protocol as
soon as possible, and to adopt and effectivelyempit the measures necessary to achieve
compliance with its obligation;

5. Reiteratesits requests to Spain as articulated in paragrémd 8 of decision 2006/7 and as
reiterated in paragraph 7 of decision 2007/5 anghmragraph 8 of decision 2008/5, and in addition
requests Spain to complement the progress repoejaged by paragraph 6 of decision 2006/7
with following information:

(a) Progress in the revision of the Spanish natiemassion inventory and its impact on the
national emission totals of Spain;

(b) Reviewed emission data and emission projecfionthe territory covered by the
Protocol;

(c) Identification of activities or sectors whehete is still a techno-economical potential to
further reduce emissions, and the identificationlwstacles prohibiting the implementation of
stronger measures in those activities or sectomsder to achieve compliance.

6. Srongly urges Spain to give significantly more attention tharpnevious years to drawing up
its progress report in accordance with the requar@siof paragraph 6 of decision 2006/7 and
paragraph 5 above, in particular to provide thelle¥ detail requested by paragraph 6 of decision
2006/7 and to avoid any inconsistencies in thentedadata,;
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7. Regueststhe Executive Secretary of the Economic CommisByofeurope to bring this
serious matter of continuing and long-lasting nompliance to the attention of the Minister of
Foreign Affairs and Cooperation and the MinisteRofral, Marine and Natural Environment of
Spain;

8.  Alsorequeststhe Executive Secretary to present details ohtirecompliance of Spain in its
annual report to the Committee on Environmentaiclpto prepare an information note detailing
the non-compliance of Spain, to send copies af @ch of the Parties to the Protocol and to
publish it on the home page of the Convention artthé newsletter of the Commission;

9. Callson Spain to make a presentation to the next annsal@eof the Executive Body
specifically concerning the additional informati@myuested in paragraph 5, and in particular to
present its progress on the revision of the Spamasional emission inventory and its work on
identifying activities or sectors where there i potential to further reduce emissions;
