Re: Approval of a specific construction of road vehicles

Dear Mr. Glukhenkiy,

Having considered the draft documents on the approval for transport under Customs seals
and stamps of platforms with load compartment, we would like to inform you as follows.

The State Customs Committee of the Republic of Belarus (SCC) is grateful to the
TIRExB secretariat for its interest in this matter and for the preparation of a draft
document according to which vehicles with an open platform in combination with a load
compartment should not be accepted in spite of the fact that the vehicle has a load
compartment that may be sealed. Therefore, according to the secretariat, two TIR Carnets
may not be used for such constructions.

At the same time, in the view of Customs experts supported by the BAMAP Association,
this issue should be further studied taking into account the following.

First of all, the general principle of the TIR Convention says that the goods carried under
the TIR procedure should be transported in sealed, that is approved, transport vehicles.

Secondly, an exception may be allowed with regard to the transport of heavy or bulky
goods that may, in accordance with article 29, para. 2, be carried by means of non-sealed
vehicles. As a rule, these are open platforms. It should be noted that at the time of
adoption of the Convention, constructions with closed load compartments were not
produced, otherwise the Convention would have provisions on this particular transport of
goods with the use of open platforms having closed load compartment.



Thirdly, the approval of a platform with load compartment does not prevent the carriage
on the platform of heavy or bulky goods. Such an approach to the transport of mixed
cargoes allows to carry in the platform‘s load compartment under Customs seals the
goods that fit the compartment and that, for one reason or the other, must be transported
in a closed space with limited access to ensure its security in the broad meaning of this
term. In addition, such an approval allows that goods be carried in the load compartment
of the platform under the TIR procedure (under Customs seal) even if no bulky cargoes
are carried on the platform.

Given the provisions of Article 1 of Annex 2 to the TIR Convention containing basic
principles to be complied with by transport vehicles as well as the provisions of Article 2
of the above-mentioned Annex , laying down technical requirements for the structure of
load compartments, the vehicle (an open platform with load compartment) may be
approved for the transport under Customs seals and stamps if it complies with relevant
requirements of the TIR Convention.

As to the number of TIR Carnets that may be used on this occasion, the TIR Convention
(see comments to Articles 17 and 32) not only provides for but prescribes that two TIR
Carnets shall be made out (one in respect of heavy or bulky goods carried on an open
platform and another one in respect of the goods carried in closed load compartment) in
case of transport of mixed cargo.

Since the preliminary exchange of views on this issue, which that took place in the course
of the Seminar held under the auspices of the UNECE, revealed different approaches to
the matter, we find it expedient that the question of approval of open platforms with load
compartment should be further studied, taking into account the arguments brought
forward in this letter and, possibly, in a larger discussion forum.
