According to Chapter 2 of Specific Annex J to the International Convention on the
Simplification and Harmonization of Customs procedures (Revised Kyoto Convention),
postal items are not subject to Customs formalities whilst they are being conveyed in
transit. Therefore, the TIR procedure should not apply to postal items which are defined as
letter-post and parcels, as described in the Acts of the Universal Postal Union currently in
force, when carried by or for postal services.
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
