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A. BACKGROUND 

 

1. At its 48th session, the Committee was informed that, so far, the implementation of the 
Recommendation on the use of the Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System 
(HS) code in the TIR Carnet (ECE/TRANS/WP.30/AC.2/93, para. 28 and Annex II) had not led 
to major problems for TIR Carnet holders. The Committee recalled that, according to the 
International Convention on the Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System, any 
HS code should consist of 6 digits. However, some Customs authorities required to indicate 4, 8 
or even 10 digits on the TIR Carnet. The Committee decided to continue monitoring the 
implementation of the Recommendation. To this end, the secretariat was mandated to conduct a 
survey among Contracting Parties to identify best practices (ECE/TRANS/WP.30/AC.2/99, para. 
24).  

 

2. The Annexes 1 and 2 to this document contain the proposed cover letters and questionnaires for 
discussion by the Committee. The Committee may wish to approve their content and to request the 
secretariat to send the questionnaires to Contracting Parties to the TIR Convention, 1975 as well as to 
the guaranteeing associations.
