Regarding the eTIR procedure 

 

Having considered the draft Annex 11 to the TIR Convention regarding the application of a computerized 

procedure, the State Customs Committee of the Republic of Belarus reports the following: 

1. Article 2, paragraph (d) 

The newly introduced “accompanying document” actually replaces the paper TIR Carnet. However, its status is 

not fully clear. 

2. Article 10 

It is necessary to identify the source and financing mechanism of eTIR. 

3. Article 11 

The mechanism for debt collecting in case of infringement during transport using eTIR requires more details. 

4. Article 12 

There is no regulated mechanism on movements under the TIR procedure using eTIR in the territory of those 

Contracting Parties of the TIR Convention where eTIR is not applicable.
