AsMAP UA has continuously received information from member - carriers on the existing
practice of violation against Art. 5 of the TIR Convention, 1975, made by officials of
Customs bodies of Russia against carriers, who conduct transit transports under the TIR
procedure from Ukraine to Finland and back through the territory of the Russian
Federation.

Despite conditions and spirit of the TIR Convention, officials of the Federal Customs
Service of Russia in the border crossing point “Nekhoteevka”, “Svetlogorsk”,
“Torfianivka”, in cases when drivers present a TIR Carnet they propose to pass through
total Customs control with goods unloading, due to the reason that the X-ray scanner does
not operate, or to continue their journey without goods control but under a national
guarantee document. As carriers reported, the X-ray scanner often does not seem in
operation.

For example, on 2 June 2019, while performing a freight transport between Ukraine end
Finland by transit through the territory of Russia under TIR carnets XF 83222785, XC
83222784, by the wvehicles of Ukrainian carrier with state registration plates
## AE08351T/AE2151XK and AE4860KA/AE2975XK at the border crossing point
“Nekhoteevka”, officials of Russian customs refused to accept TIR Carnets without total
control.

In order to meet the terms of goods delivery and avoid additional financial losses connected
to the unloading/reloading of goods, the carrier had to continue his transport without a TIR
Carnet but with a Russian guarantee.

As member—carriers inform us, officials of Russian Customs steadily propose to pass
through total control or to continue journey with a national guarantee.

We invite you to take appropriate actions in order to cancel this practice which negatively
impacts the attraction of the TIR system for carriers. We hope that joint efforts will provide
carriers with decent conditions for goods transport under the TIR Convention, 1975.
