16. At its previous session, the Working Party hddfirst deliberations on document
ECE/TRANS/WP.30/2010/4, containing proposals fa ifitroduction of a new Annex 9,
Part Il of the Convention on the authorizationawf international organization to take on
the responsibility for the effective organizatiomda functioning of an international
guarantee system and to print and distribute TIRn€a. The Working Party took
particular note of the audit provisions which hat introduced in the text in consultation
with the competent United Nations services. Theaasgntative of the International Road
Transport Union (IRU) pointed out that the issuels fimancial responsibility and
confidentiality should be addressed in the framéwafr applicable national law. He also
noted that the new amendment proposals would peovid numerous audits of an
international organization and might create diffies in the functioning of the guarantee
system. In reply to concerns expressed by the tR&secretariat informed that the purpose
of the newly-introduced provisions was to ensued the audit requirements encompass the
full scope of the authorization granted by the Adistrative Committee. The Working
Party expressed its general support to the proptesdd but requested the secretariat to
provide, at its next session, more details withardgo which persons, other than the United
Nations Office of Internal Oversight Services (O)Cshd the United Nations Board of
Auditors (BOA), should be allowed access to reléveacords and accounts of the
international organization. The Working Party lodKerward to the availability at the next
session of the document in the three working laggsan order to continue its discussions
and, possibly, reach a final decision (ECE/TRANS/80248, para. 25). Following the
above request, the secretariat re-issued docun@BfTIRANS/WP.30/2010/4 as document
ECE/TRANS/WP.30/2010/10 for translation into Fremaetd Russian.

The Working Party stressed that the neznfitates of a Customs union were
free to apply various solutions, but should enstline smooth functioning of the TIR
procedure in the Customs union, so that its estaflent would lead to further facilitation
rather than to new barriers for international tpors and trade (ECE/TRANS/WP.30/248,
para. 32). In this context, the delegations ofttiree countries in question are invited to
provide the Working Party with detailed informatiam the functioning of the TIR
procedure in the new Customs union.
