Dear. Mr. Marmy, 

The Ministry of Transport of the Republic of Tajikistan would like to express to you 

its gratitude for your long lasting contribution to the development of the international road 

transport in our Republic. 

As you aware the Republic of Tajikistan is a Contracting Party to the 1975 Customs 

Convention on the International Transport of Goods under cover of TIR Carnets and 

conducts regular work aimed at improving and further development of the TIR system 

across its territory, mainly by continued computerization of the TIR system through 

application of the pre-declaration instrument. And we are grateful to the International Road 

Transport Union for its constant support provided to us in this area. 

In this connection I would like to inform you on the existing situation in relation to 

the implementation of the TIR Convention provisions at the territory of the neighboring 

Republic of Uzbekistan. In violation of Article 5 of the TIR Convention regarding the 

examination of goods transported under the TIR procedure that can be carried by Customs 

authorities only in exceptional cases and particularly when irregularity is suspected, 

national carriers of the Republic of Tajikistan and foreign hauliers transporting goods 

to/from Tajikistan are subject to full physical examination by Customs authorities of the 

Republic of Uzbekistan. State Customs Committee of the Republic of Tajikistan has 

already raised this issue at the bilateral level and at the UN level. Unfortunately no results 

have been received so far from the TIR Secretariat of the UNECE. 

In view of the above said I would like to address you with the request to provide 

assistance and to approach the relevant competent authorities of the Republic of Uzbekistan 

for clarification followed by the settlement of the problem related to violation of the TIR 

Convention provision and full physical inspection of foreign transport vehicles carrying 

goods under TIR procedure across the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan. 

Moreover, I consider that it would be useful to support this issue at the forthcoming 

sessions of the TIR Executive Board and the upcoming meetings of the Working Group 

(WP.30). 

I would like to thank you in advance for your assistance and please accept the 

assurances of my highest consideration.
