About amendments to the TIR Convention 

Dear Mr Glukhenkiy, 

Taking into consideration document ECE/TRANS/WP.30/2012/6/Rev.4 concerning 

amendment proposals to Annexes 2 and 7 of the TIR Convention regarding vehicles and 

containers with sliding sheets and roofs, the State Customs Committee of the Republic of 

Belarus would like to inform you about the following results of the examination of the 

proposal amendments by the concerned ministries of the Republic of Belarus. 

According to the opinion of the customs authorities, to ensure customs security during the 

approval procedure of vehicles (containers) with sliding roofs for transport of goods under 

customs seal and also at the start of TIR transports (operations) by means of such vehicles 

(containers), it is necessary to include the following sketches (schemes or photographs) in 

the text of the amendments :  

- a sketch of the front wall, and also of the rear door of the vehicle (container) with a sliding 

roof. It can be a general view of the front wall and the rear door with a short description of 

the main elements; 

- a general scheme of the customs (steel) rope/cable (customs/steel ropes/cables) in the 

design of the vehicle (container) with sliding roof. From the present text it is not clear how 

many cables/ropes there are in this design. For clarity the cable/cables can be marked (in 

the sketch) with a special color, for example, red;  

- a sketch of the fixing of the customs cable at the back of the vehicle(container) with a 

sliding roof. The sketch must be in an increased scale to make it clearly visible how the 

cable is fixed to the vehicle (to the construction); 

- a sketch of the fixing of the customs cable at the front of the vehicle (container) with a 

sliding roof. The sketch must be made in an increased scale to make it clearly visible how 

the cable is fixed to the vehicle (to the construction); 

- a scheme of the sliding roof tension device and the closing of the sliding roof (at the back 

of the vehicle), in particular a sketch of the upper locking bar element which is closing the 

sliding roof. Sketch No. 9, to which there is a reference in paragraph 9 of the amendments, 

concerns vehicles with sliding sheets and does not reflect specific characteristics of the 

sliding roof.  

In our opinion, it is necessary to use uniform terms in the amendments for terms such as: 

"rope" (sketches 9.4, 9.5), "TIR rope" (sketches 9, 9.4), "steel rope" (sketch 10.1. ) or 

"fastening rope" (sketch 9). 

We also propose to consider including a comment to the new Articles 5 and 6 of the 

amendments, with recommendations for Customs authorities, as to which construction 

specifications must be examined during the approval procedure of vehicles (containers) 

with sliding roofs for transport of goods under customs seal and also at the start of a TIR 

transports (operations) using such vehicles (containers).
