Paragraph 1.1., amend to read: 
 
"1.1. Retro-reflective marking materials installed on vehicles may be 

made up of an element or several elements preferably continuously, 
parallel or as close as possible parallel to the ground. 

 
The same rule applies for tractors, semi-trailers and other 
vehicle combinations." 
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
