The Ministerial Conference on Transport, held on January 15 and 16, 2002, in Tokyo, announced a
Ministerial Statement on Comprehensive Strategy for Environmentally Friendly Vehicles. Therein it
was noted that it was important to hold an International Meeting on EFV's (the EFV International
Meeting) to discuss possible solutions based on the knowledge of existing and future vehicle
technologies and the availability of different types of fuels, and to explore the possibility of
international coordination of policy to facilitate the development and dissemination of EFVs.
