V, followed by the additional symbol < 40 %, in the case of glazing which has a 
regular light transmittance of less than 40 per cent" 
 

Annex 2A, add after the approval mark a new example for safety glazing having a regular light 
transmittance < 40 per cent, to read: 
 
 
"Safety glazing having a regular light transmittance < 40 per cent 
 
 

V  < 40 %

 
 
The above approval mark affixed to a safety glazing with a regular light transmittance of less than 
40 per cent as determined by the test described in annex 3, paragraph 9.1., shows that the 
component concerned has been approved in the Netherlands (E 4) pursuant to Regulation No. 43 
in its original form under approval No. 002439. The approval number indicates that the approval 
was granted in accordance with the requirements of Regulation No. 43".
