PROPOSAL

Insert new paragraphs 11. to 11.2., to read

"11.
INTRODUCTORY PROVISIONS

11.1.
As from the date of entry into force of this Regulation, Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall not

(a)
Refuse to grant ECE approval for a vehicle type under this Regulation, 
(b)
Prohibit the sale or entry into service of a type of vehicle with regard to the specification for controls, tell-tales and indicators,
if the vehicle type complies with the requirements of this Regulation.

11.2.
Until 2 years after entry into force of this Regulation, Contracting Parties applying this Regulation shall not refuse to grant national approval of a vehicle type with regard to the specification for controls, tell-tales and indicators if the vehicle type does not comply with the requirements of this Regulation."

B.
JUSTIFICATION

This OICA proposal is submitted to GRSG, following the discussions at the one-hundred-and-thirty-sixth WP.29 session in June 2005 (TRANS/WP29/1041, paras. 56 and 73).

OICA indeed proposes that this new Regulation should not become a mandatory requirement at national level until 2 years after entry into force.  Manufacturers indeed need some time before any mandatory implementation of requirements which could lead to a substantial re-design of the dashboard in vehicles. 

The introductory provisions proposed for this Regulation are largely based on the corresponding existing text of Regulation No. 117 (tyre road noise).
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
