Page 2, paragraph 2.7.

For the existing text substitute

2.7. "Lamp" means a device designed to illuminate the road or to emit a light signal to
other road users. Rear registration plate lamps and retro-reflectors are likewise to be
regarded as lamps. For the purpose of this Regulation, light-emitting rear registration plates
and the service-door-lighting system according to the provisions of Regulation No. 107 on
vehicles of categories M, and M3 are not considered as lamps.
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
