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Introduction

1. In RID/ADR/ADN some 135 entries have been assigned SP 274 (requiring to supplement
the proper shipping name with the technical name) whereas this is neither the case in the UN
Model Regulations, the IMDG Code nor the ICAO Technical Instructions. This is also not the
case in the United States CFR 49. The list of affected entries is shown in the annex. These
diverging requirements may lead to problems in intermodal transport, where one part of the
journey may not require the inclusion of a technical name, whereas the following part does.

Proposal
2. Remove SP 274 from column 6 of Table A for the UN numbers in Annex.
3. If this proposal is not adopted, the delegations of the Joint Meeting are invited to give

their opinion on whether, on the contrary, they would support a proposal to the United Nations
Sub-Committee of Experts on the Transport of Dangerous Goods to assign SP 274 to those
entries without SP 274 but with SP 274 in RID/ADR/ADN i.e. achieving harmonisation of other
modal regulations with European land transport regulations.

Justification

4. The absence of the requirement for a technical name has not resulted in problems for
transport by sea or air nor for land transport in the United States of America. The removal of SP
274 for these substances will lead to further harmonisation between modes and will align all
modal regulations with the UN Model Regulations.

Safety implications/Feasibility/Enforceability

5. No problem.
