It is recalled that during its thirty-second sessithhe Working Party decided to create a group of
volunteers to work on mutual recognition of boattees licenses. The Working Party also
asked Governments and River Commissions to sentthgosecretariat information of their
principles and criteria of the mutual recognitionf dboatmasters’ examinatign

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The information received by the secretariat, initald to the information contained in
Document ECE/TRANS/SC.3/WP.3/2008/6 and its addendis reproduced below. The
Working Party may wish to decide what recommendatié any, it should submit to the

I.  THE CENTRAL COMMISSION FOR THE NAVIGATION OF THE RH INE

.  RUSSIAN FEDERATION

3. Given that at the present time only the vesselgutite Russian Federation’s flag navigate
on the inland waterways of the Russian Federatio®,procedure for mutual recognition of
boatmasters’ licenses has not been established.

4. In order to elaborate principles and criteria fartaal recognition of boatmasters’ licenses,
the Russian Federation considers it appropriatensider the following procedures:
(a) Exchange of information between parties on:

I. Training systems in their educational institutiovith information on their
training programme,

ii. Approval system for the educational institutions;

iii. Record-keeping system for people who have recahedraining;

iv. System for accumulating and documenting the pradeakexperience;

v. System for medical certification;

vi. System for issuing and keeping records of deliv@atmasters’ licenses.

(b) Based on the analysis of the received informat@ach party can take a decision
on the recognition of the boatmasters’ licensaseidsy the other party.
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(c) After a positive decision on the recognition, pestiestablish an agreement on
mutual recognition. Parties shall inform each otbieany substantial change to
the preparation or issuance of the boatmasteesidies.

(d) Parties shall also agree on the procedures foingdigenses for specific regions
of inland waterways. In this situation, an examoratof the knowledge of the
specific region, after a compulsory one-month mgéip in this region, could be
foreseen.

5. Collecting information on the specificities of lécevigational conditions in various river
basins and studying the possibility for an admiaigin to analyze local conditions in a foreign
river basin could be a useful step towards soltiig problem.
