Preliminary remarks

Practically all suggestions made at thé” 5@ssion of WP.1 have been taken into account. In
particular, the small group discarded the poss$jbidf making a nuance in the meaning of some
pictograms (notably, A, 5; A, 24; A, 31). It hasalchanged the order of rules for message
content and message structure, etc.

In addition, the Group saw the opportunity of fertlsimplifying the document, eliminating the
point which gave rise to long discussions (“Rulesthe choice between indicating a warning or
an advice on a VMS”"Because of this deletion, point 5 became point 4.

The Small Group has also suggested adding fivernmdtve pictograms (G, 27; G, 28; G, 29; G,
30; G, 31). These pictograms would suffice nowadaysrder to accomplish most frequent and
daily traffic management tasks.

PROPOSED TEXT FOR INCLUSION IN THE CONSOLIDATED RESOLUTION
ON ROAD SIGNSAND SIGNALS(R.E.2)

1. Context

The variable message signs (VMS) were officiallfraduced into the 1968 Vienna
Convention on Road Signs and Signals by an amerndinanentered into force on 30
November 1995. However, the related provision daethin article 8, paragraph 1 (bis),
gave only some very general principles.

Taking into account the significant developmenthi$ type of signalisation on the roads
and in particular the motorways of the UNECE, tleead for defining rules aiming to
harmonise and unify the conditions of use of thegaals appeared obvious. This is the
objective of the recommendations that are presebédalv. Their goal is to define not
only the rules for the use of VMS, but also thenalg of the current Vienna Convention
that can be used on the VMS, as well as the spesiinals intended for the VMS for
which there is no equivalent signal in the Conwamtand the European Agreement
supplemented it.

2. Definition

A Variable Message Sign (VMS) is a sign for thegmse of displaying one of a number
of messages that may be changed or switched offi @ cequired.

Rules for message content and message structurefor VM S

Traffic related VMS messages

1.

When using VMS with pictograms the main inforioatis given by the pictogram.
The use of specific pictograms instead of genemnieso(e.g., the pictogram A, 24
representing “congestion” instead of general darge3?2) is preferred, when they
exist.

Make use of graphical elements as much as lgessihen using text (e.g.,
pictograms, symbols).

Use regulatory messages without any text, iSibbs.

Danger warning messages (using the red triargledld only be used when the
dangerous spot or stretch of road is nearby the \{dSinstance, no more than 2
km). When using words in danger warning messadasepghe information about
the nature of the danger first and then brief cemgntary advice can be given
under.

When a VMS is used to inform about a situatibsane distance (for instance, 2
km or more) or in the future (e.g. expected roadka)p additional information (e.g.
distance, or respectively an indication of date amde) is necessary. The
recommended structure of the message is the falpwirst give the information
concerning the nature of the event on the firsg,lithen distance and/or time
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indication on the second line. A third line canus=d for additional information
(e.g. advice, cause).

6. Avoid alternating messages.

7. Avoid redundancy, except for the purpose of imgldrivers familiar with new
pictograms.

8. Use only well-known and international abbrewvias (e.g., ‘Km’ for kilometre,
‘Min’ for minutes, etc.).

9.  Minimize the number of words and symbols (e.gximum 7).

Non-traffic related VMS messages

10. A VMS should be blank when no traffic relatadssages have to be displayed. An
exception could be the display of dots or the timendicate that the VMS is
working.

11. Commercial/advertising messages should bedideb.
