Chapter 9.1 deals with
scope, definitions and requirements of the approfatkehicles, and relevant parts of
the text have now been adapted to include MEMUswé¥er, in some of the
definitions in 9.1.1.2 it seems like complementthg text with “MEMU” has been
overlooked.

(2) Furthermore, it could be discussed whether @rap4 is applicable for MEMUs
or not. According to sub-section 4.7.1.1 substarutassified in Classes 3, 5.1, 6.1
and 8 may be carried on MEMUSs in portable tanksditanks, demountable tanks,
tank containers or tank swap bodies. Accordingetien 7.4.1, the carriage in tanks
shall be in accordance with Chapters 4.2 or 4.8, \&hicles must also satisfy the
relevant requirements of Chapter 9.1, 9.2 and @d@rizerning the vehicle to be used,
as indicated in Column 14 of Table A in Chapter. 3Pwever, while sub-section
9.2.1.2 states that a MEMU shall comply with thquieements for EX/llI-vehicles,
MEMUs are not included in Table A.

For this reason, we believe it would be helpfuindude a reference in 7.4.1 in order
to clarify that carriage in tanks is allowed on MBI
