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Discussion

During the discussion of ECE/TRANS/WP.15/2009/gposing to replace, a
number of related aspects were raised:

There are a number of special provisions, whitdtego the loading, unloading
and handling of organic peroxides in section 7.5a%20 and CV22) and to operational
provisions in chapter 8.5 (S8, S16, S17, S18 arf}).Silis proposed to amend these
revisions in an effort to be consistent with (seoW).

As RID contains CW22 (which corresponds to ADR’s22y, this change should also be
discussed by the RID Committee of Experts and fbezehe amended text for CV22 is
put between square brackets.

A number of comments were made about unclear teldsed to gross and net
mass in several places in ADR but as this is noectly related to the issue under
discussion, no amendment is being proposed.
