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The text reproduced below was submitted by theessprtative of the European Community and
contains a proposal to develop amendments to glggdinical regulation (gtr) No. 6 (safety
glazing). It is based on informal document No. ¥8”148-09 (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1077,
para. 108). The proposal is submitted to the ExezuCommittee (AC.3) of the 1998
Agreement for its consideration (paragraph 6.4thef Agreement). If AC.3 agrees on the need
to amend gtr No. 6, the proposal should be refetieedthe appropriate Working Party

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l. STATEMENT OF TECHNICAL RATIONALE AND JUSTIFICATI ON
A. Introduction

1. The objective of this proposal is to amend dloteechnical regulation (gtr) No. 6
regarding safety glazing materials for motor vedschind motor vehicle equipment.

2. The technical provisions of gtr No. 6 are intethtb ensure a good view of the road to the
driver without causing any distortion in his visidhalso ensures that objects or stones thrown
against the glazing do not penetrate into the camcupompartment and that occupants are not
ejected in the event of a crash.

3. The proposed draft global technical regulatiBe:(ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2008/47) was
established in the Global Registry on 12 March 20p8onsensus of the Contracting Parties and
published under the symbol ECE/TRANS/180/Add.6 iméppendix 1.

4. At the March 2008 Session of the Executive Cottej the European Community as a
Contracting Party of the 1998 Agreement votedaivolir of establishing that global technical
regulation.

5. As of 19 November 2008, the European Commiskasbegun its consultations with a
view to including the technical provisions of gtoN6 into UNECE Regulation No. 43 as the
European Union has the intention to repeal its tegislation on safety glazing materials and to
replace it by that Regulation as amended.

6. On 2 April 2009, the European Association of égkxaotive Suppliers (CLEPA) and the
association Glass for Europe (GFE, ex-GPVP, Astsiociaf Flat Glass manufacturers) which
includes major companies active in the automotieeta, AGC Glass Unlimited, Pilkington

NSG Group flat glass business, Saint-Gobain GBESECAM, together with Guardian Europe
drew the attention of the European Commission a ¢bnsequences of transferring into
UNECE Regulation No. 43 the general requirementsmamkings included in Paragraph 4 of
Part B of gtr No. 6.

B. Justification of changes
7. The unique change can be summarized as follows:

Amend ‘Paragraph 4.1.2. Identification marks'

8. With respect to safety glazing materials, theking refers to the nature and to the main
characteristics of the safety glazing materialsallows a clear identification of the products
installed on a vehicle, which facilitates checks thg authorities in charge of vehicle type
approval or registration of vehicles. These mearansihave been in force in Europe for decades
and have proved to work to the satisfaction ofgbeernmental authorities and the industry. On
these grounds the group of experts on safety glag@tided to include such a nomenclature in
the proposal for a gtr. The logic of the sequenicaumbers was at that time recognized and
agreed.
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9. The main identifier for the nature of the safefiazing is the roman figure at the

beginning of the marking. In Contracting Partieplging Regulation No. 43 the roman figure

supplements the type approval number reflectingaghigroval granted to the type of the safety
glazing material (see an example in the annexisodibcument).

10. It appears as a matter of fact that the noraéure in gtr No. 6 differs slightly from the
one which is included in the current version of UNERegulation No. 43.

11. Following an in-depth assessment of the teehmaquirements of gtr No. 6, it appears

that there are only a small number of substangighiical changes to be brought to the current
European legislation. As a consequence and fromprthetical perspective manufacturers would

have just to update their approvals after gtr No.h&@ been transposed into UNECE

Regulation No. 43. In most cases, it would be sidfit to update type approval certificates.

Such operation does not lead either to a chantieeitype approval number nor in the marking.

12. For the production of windscreens and glaziages no change in the marking of the
products would be necessary, which means no chartge production tools.

13. By contrast if the codification system of ttedety glazing is to be changed because of
the transposition of the gtr into UNECE Regulatido. 43 most of the markings would be
affected. Consequently a huge number of adaptatmmise production tools would have to be
made, which in turn would lead to higher costsrfegligible benefits.

14. In addition, the fact of having different manjs for the same physical product would be
confusing to everybody.

15.  When considering the arguments presented bggsional associations of the sector, the
European Community has noted that no transposdfogtir No. 6 has been so far completed.
The European Community can assume that changée iproduction process have not yet been
planned, which gives Contracting Parties sufficienbm and time for reviewing the
nomenclature of the codification system.

16. In its proposal, the European Community souagiinimize the number of changes as
far as possible. A meaningful example is givenhiea annex to this document to illustrate the
change in the marking of tempered glass panes winchd be necessary.

17.  To sum up, the purpose of this proposal isuggest adopting a revised nomenclature in
Paragraph 4 of Part B of gtr No. 6, Paragraph 4. 1d2ntification marks", which would bring
them in line with the current system in use foesaflazing compliant with UNECE Regulation
No. 43.

18. No change to the current markings would theestoe required from the Contracting
Parties applying UNECE Regulation No. 43.
