The photometric requirements for the class F3 ffogtlamp include the possibility of checking
the compliance of a matched pair by superimpodiegindividual photometric data of the left
and right mounted lamps. However, it has been fdhatithe current text in the regulation omits
the lines 6 and 7 and the zone D and as it is sacg$o include these lines and zones in order to
make the "matched pair" principle effective, a eotion to the text of the regulation is
necessary. This corrigendum does not affect exjdtipe approvals.
