The faiiurg_;;__@'-'wear a seat belt is @ major reason for road
lraﬂ'm_ﬂ(’,igﬂ'is and injuries sustained by vehicle occupants,
Passépﬁ'érs who were not wearing their seat belts at the time
#ollision account for the majority of occupant road traffic
fNdtalities. Additionally, passengers who do not wear seat
belts and have a frontal crash are mostlikely to suffer a head
injury. In other words: “"ALWAYS WEAR YOUR SEAT BELT!"

The seat helt has three functions;

1. To distribute the forces of a crash over the strongest par
of the human body;

2. To prevent the occupant from being ejected from the
vehicle in‘an impact;

3. To preventinjury to other occupants.

Child restraint systems are specifically designed to protect
infants from injury during a collision or a sudden stop by
restraining their movement away from the vehicle structure
and distributing the forces of a crash over the strongest parts
of the body.

otective helmet (crash helmet) absorbs and spreatigthe
pact with its absorbing liner. That prevents direct ¢ t
the objects and reducing the chances of severe
jjuries.

A protective helmet also decreases severe and fatal head
injuries by an average of 60 to 75 percent. Regardless of the
speed, a motorcyclist who does not wear a helmet is three
times more likely to die from head injuries than one who
wears a helmet at the time of the collision.
