To check these 
colorimetric characteristics, the test procedure described in paragraph 7. of 
this Regulation shall be applied.  Outside this field no sharp variation of 
colour shall be observed 

 However, for lamps equipped with non-replaceable light sources (filament 
lamps and other), the colorimetric characteristics should be verified with the 
light sources present in the lamp, in accordance with relevant subparagraphs 
of paragraph 7.1. of this Regulation.”

“9.2. The minimum requirements for conformity of production control procedures 
set forth in Annex 4 to this Regulation shall be complied with.”

“2.5. Criteria governing acceptability 

 The manufacturer is responsible for carrying out a statistical study of the test 
results and for defining, in agreement with the competent authority, criteria 
governing the acceptability of his products in order to meet the specifications 
laid down for verification of conformity of products in paragraph 9.1. of this 
Regulation. 

 The criteria governing the acceptability shall be such that, with a confidence 
level of 95 per cent, the minimum probability of passing a spot check in 
accordance with Annex 5 (first sampling) would be 0.95.”
