Proposal for guidelines on the scope, administrate
provisions and alternative requirements in Regulatbhns
annexed to the 1958 Agreement

The text reproduced below was prepared by the se@eto update the guidelines
on transitional provisions and to provide additiogaidelines on the scope, administrative
provisions and alternative requirements in Regoiteti It supersedes the current guidelines
for transitional provisions (TRANS/WP.29/1044).idt submitted to the World Forum for
Harmonization of Vehicle Regulations (WP.29) andtihe Administrative Committee
(AC.1) for consideration.

Proposal

Introduction

1. These general guidelines are intended to progiddance to the subsidiary bodies
of WP.29 on the procedure of making and amendingeOR Regulations and on drafting
their scope, administrative provisions and altéweatrequirements. This document
supersedes the current general guidelines for UNBE@8ulatory procedures and
transitional provisions in UNECE Regulations (TRAMS?.29/1044).

2. This proposal is for streamlining the future wan the subsidiary bodies and does
not alter the current understanding and interpetabf the 1958 Agreement and the
existing UNECE Regulations. If there is any incstesicy between these guidelines and
the current text of the 1958 Agreement, the lgitewail.

Main principles of the 1958 Agreement for thedrafting of
scope, administrative provisions and alternative
requirements in UNECE Regulations

3. Article 3 of the 1958 Agreement lays down twoimarinciples for UNECE
Regulations:

(@ Mutual recognition: A type approval issued according to a UNECE
Regulation by a Contracting Party applying that iatpon shall be accepted
by all the Contracting Parties applying the saidgiRation through type
approval.

(b)  UNECE Regulations are optional:Contracting Parties are free to keep their
own alternative national/regional legislation, ttoose which UNECE
Regulations they will access to, and whether thilymake the requirements
of a UNECE Regulation mandatory/optional in thedtional/regional type
approval legislation. The only obligation conceqmidNECE type approvals
issued according to a UNECE Regulation is to actsgh as equivalent to
national/regional type approvals.



General guidelines on the scope of UNECE Redations

4, The scope shall specify:

(a) For which categories of vehicles (M, N, etc) EDE type approvals
according to the Regulation can be issued

(b)  Which components, systems, parts are coveregbebRegulation

5. When drafting the scope of a Regulation, expeftsubsidiary bodies of WP.29
shall focus on the two principles mentioned in geagh 1l above (mutual recognition of
UNECE approvals and optional basis for UNECE Regpng). In particular, all UNECE
type approvals issued for vehicles covered by tiope of the Regulation shall be accepted
by all the Contracting Parties applying the saidjiRation. Furthermore, the choice to
make a Regulation mandatory on a national/regiomasis is to be dealt
nationally/regionally and shall therefore not belredsed within the scope of a Regulation.
Finally, when the scope is extended to new categaf vehicles, experts should make sure
that existing requirements are reviewed accordiagly where appropriate, new associated
requirements are included in the Regulation.

General guidelines on alternative requirementsn UNECE
Regulations

6. When considering alternative requirements withirRegulation, experts of the
subsidiary bodies of WP.29 shall bear in mind the principles mentioned in paragraph I
above (mutual recognition of UNECE approvals andioopl basis for UNECE
Regulations).

7. Alternative technical requirements (e.g. altéuatest procedure) may be used in
UNECE Regulations (Art 1.2(b) of the 1958 Agreemeprbvided that all UNECE type
approvals issued in accordance with any of theratese requirements in the Regulations
are accepted by all Contracting Parties applyiag Regulation.

8. Bearing in mind that UNECE Regulations are ombyional, UNECE Regulations
shall not include options to cope with the natidreglional mandatory application of their
provisions. This issue has to be dealt nationationally.

9. Options in a UNECE Regulation permitting Contirag Parties to refuse some
UNECE type approvals go against the principle oftualirecognition (A UNECE type
approval shall be accepted by all the contractiagi€s applying the UNECE Regulation
concerned). The only exception given by the 1958eAment (Articles 12.1 and 12.2)
concerns a transitory period during which two serig amendments may be used as
alternative. In this case, only the latest serfeansendments (i.e. the safest configuration)
have to be recognized by all Contracting Parti@savoid such options, Contracting Parties
have to focus on the mutual recognition principtel @onsider which vehicle/component
configuration(s) (e.g. the safest configuration)l we accepted in all Contracting Parties,
not which configuration will be mandated in eachior@al market. For example, vehicles
fitted with Electronic Stability Control (ESC) méne accepted by all contracting Parties but
will not necessarily be rendered mandatory in é2chtracting Party.

10. If a Regulation covers several components/egeift and Contracting Parties do not
want to recognize the UNECE type approvals of &lthem, a solution to avoid options
could be to split the Regulation into several newgiations covering the different
components/equipment. This approach will enable ti@oting Parties to decide
nationally/regionally which of these new Regulasionill be applied and therefore which



equipment shall be fitted on a mandatory basis esmaition for being accepted on their
domestic market, whilst respecting the principlemitual recognition.

11.  As a general guideline, provisions for new congnts/systems which are not yet
covered by existing UNECE Regulations shall beoiticed through the development of
new Regulations and not as options or add-ons itireg Regulations. This approach will

avoid difficulties with regard to respecting theingiple of mutual recognition of type

approvals granted in accordance with a Regulation.

General guidelines on transitional/administratve provisions

12. When drafting administrative/transitional pions in a UNECE Regulation,
experts of subsidiary bodies of WP.29 shall beamind the two principles mentioned in
paragraph Il above (mutual recognition of UNECE rappls and optional application of
UNECE Regulations).

13. The provisions concerning the national/regionsndatory application of the
Regulation have to be dealt nationally. For instaradministrative/transitional provisions
in UNECE Regulations can neither impose a mandatppyoval for the sale of parts in the
Contracting Parties nor prevent Contracting Pattegquire a mandatory approval of parts
for the sale in their territories.

14.  Administrative/transitional provisions may re#t requirements for parts/vehicles
that are outside the scope of the Regulation.

New UNECE Regulation

15. When proposing a new UNECE Regulation, the feotihg Parties who are
planning to apply it on a mandatory basis in thgitional/regional legislation have to be
aware that UNECE type approvals to this new Reratan be issued only after the date
of entry into force, and that lead time could beeassary for manufacturers to provide
conforming vehicles.

16. A new Regulation shall entail the date fromahkhinanufacturers are able to request
UNECE type approvals to the Regulation, normalky ttate of the entry into force of the
Regulation.

17.  Subject to a discussion in WP.29, the datel wvtich Contracting Parties are
recommended not to require an UNECE type appraxa@raing to the new Regulation can
be indicated in the report of WP.29.

Series of amendments

18. A series of amendments shall be used when aftite technical requirements that
the vehicle systems or components shall fulfil msnf a certain date, in order to obtain
UNECE type approval and, depending on the nationakgional legislation, to be able to
be registered nationally or regionally, even if Hreendments are a minor technical change
and do not affect vehicle/component design drdsfickn this procedure the modification
of the approval marking is always necessary toediffitiate the new approvals to the
amended Regulation (hereinafter referred to as tiw approvals”) from the existing
approvals to the preceding amendments or unameRdgdlation (hereinafter referred to
as "the existing approvals").



19. The existing approvals can remain valid. Howgweontracting Parties are not
obliged to accept them as from the date of entty force of the amendments unless
otherwise expressly written in the transitionalyismns.

20. The new series of amendments shall contaiméeessary provisions defining at
least the following:

(a) update of the series of amendment used in theing provisions and
updated examples of markings

(b)  date as from which manufacturers are ableqaest a UNECE type approval
in accordance with the amended Regulation (defase(h) date in Figure 1).
In general, this date should be the date of emtty force of the series of
amendment.

(c) date as from which the vehicle/component musimy with the new
requirements to obtain a UNECE type approval (aéefias (b) date in Figure
1), and

(d)  date until which Contracting Parties are reeglito accept the existing
approvals (defined as (c) date in Figure 1).

21.  The Series of amendments could also containaitional provision for Contracting
Parties whose application of the Regulation comés force after the date of entry into
force of the amendments, indicating that such @atitig Parties are not obliged to accept
the existing approvals.

22.  General guidelines of transitional provisioosd series of amendments are set forth
in Annex 1 of this document.

Supplement

23 A Supplement addresses an amendment to a Regulahich does not entail
modification in the approval marking and is normalked for:

(@) Clarification of test procedures, not imposireyv requirements, or
(b)  Permitting previously unexpected new possibiit (i.e. extension of scope)

24 A Supplement shall not be used when it is necgsor Contracting Parties to
differentiate the new approvals from the existipgravals.

25 A Supplement becomes applicable as from the afagatry into force, after which
tests according to the Regulation need to takeantmunt the Supplement in question. In
the absence of any other date mentioned, Supplenbecbme applicable for all approval
procedures started after the date of its entry fiotoe. Only under special circumstances
Supplements can entail transitional provisionsjofeing the guidelines for series of
amendments of Annex 1 to this document.

26 The existing approvals remain valid and ConingctParties shall continue to
recognize them.

27 A Corrigendum consists of corrections to presigussued texts and is normally

used to avoid different interpretations. Corrigeada deemed ab initio, whereby the date of

Consideration for Special Cases

Special Cases for Series of Amendments

Foecial case 1-1: Introduction of new requirements for installation of components

28 In the case that requirements for installatidncomponents are added to a
Regulation but without modifying the requirements these components, not being
necessary to change the approval and markingseofdimponents, it is recommended to
follow the procedure of the series of amendmenttsh i special transitional provision
stating:

xX. Even after the date of entry into force of tKX series of amendments, ECE type
approvals of the components and separate techuitsl to the preceding series of
amendments to the Regulation shall remain valid @adtracting Parties applying
the Regulation shall continue to accept them.”

Soecial case 1-2: Change of requirements only for some categories of vehicles/components

29 When an amendment modifies the technical reougings of only some of the

various categories of vehicles or components instape of the Regulation and when the
technical requirements for the other categoriesvehicles or components remain
unchanged, it is recommended to follow the procedfr series of amendments with a
special transitional provision stating:

“

xx. Even after the date of entry into force of the Xeties of amendments, ECE type
approvals of the vehicle categories or the comptsném the preceding series of
amendments to the Regulation which are not affedigdthe XX series of
amendments shall remain valid and Contracting &argipplying the Regulation
shall continue to accept them.”

Foecial case 1-3: Indefinite validity of former series of amendments

30. If the Contracting Parties applying the Retiofain question agree to continue to
accept the existing approvals indefinitely, the nesvies of amendments can contain a
special transitional provision, instead of definithg date stipulated in paragraph 19(c).,
stating:

xX. Even after the date of entry into force of tKX series of amendments, ECE type
approvals to the preceding series of amendmentheoRegulation shall remain
valid and Contracting Parties applying the Regoafatshall continue to accept
them.”

Special Case for Supplements (Special case 2):

31 Even in the case of Supplements which do nohgahe technical requirements,
time may be needed to accommodate the productiothdo provisions of the new
Supplement. In this case, Supplements can entafbllowing transitional provision:

“

XX. until ... months after the date of entry intrde of the Supplement XX to the
XX series of amendments to this Regulation, CotitngcParties applying



this Regulation can continue to grant ECE type aygils to the un-amended
Regulation.”

Miscellaneous

32 When considering amendments of Regulationssubsidiary bodies of WP.29 shall
bear in mind:

(@) When several amendment proposals to the sangld®en are under
consideration, these proposals should, whereversilges be grouped
together into the same series of amendments orl&uppt,

(b)  Before submitting proposals for amendment tguRations, the experts of the
subsidiary bodies are required to study this documarefully and indicate
the amendment procedure they want to propose,

(c)  When submitting proposals for a new seriesnoéradments with transitional
provisions, the experts of subsidiary bodies spalbose to delete obsolete
transitional provisions for the previous seriesuwofendments, and

(d)  The issue of transitional provisions, espegiétle appropriateness of series
of amendments or of Supplements, should alwaysabefudly examined.

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Justification

The purpose of this document is to harmonize tketmre of the subsidiary bodies of the
World Forum regarding the scope and the adminisgaprovisions of UNECE
Regulations.

Background

1. One of the main goals of the 1958 Agreementidatilitate trade through the
mutual recognition of UNECE approvals as alterratio the national/regional type
approvals. Article 3 of the 1958 Agreement states:

"Wheeled vehicles, equipment or parts for which BME) type approvals have been
issued by a Contracting Partyshall be held to be in conformity with the legislabn of
all the Contracting Parties applying the said Regulatin through type approval.”

3. More and more Contracting Parties (e.g. EC apad), not only consider UNECE
Regulations as an alternative to their nationailslagon, but make them as the only valid
legislation for type approval in their territory.€i by direct reference to UNECE
Regulations). Consequently, to cope with the déffiernational priorities, Contracting
Parties (CP) tend to introduce in UNECE Regulatigmscific administrative provisions on
the national application of these Regulations: @y "optional" scope, national
transitional provisions, etc. As an internationgteement, the 1958 Agreement only deals
with the mutual recognition of UNECE approvals. dbes not cover the mandatory
application of UNECE Regulations at national/regiolevel, which remains in the hand of
the CP. Introducing provisions on the national nzod/ application of UNECE
Regulations may therefore confuse CP on what tlagydo at national level, increase the
risk of inconsistencies in the Regulations andease the risks of disputes over mutual
recognition. At the end, this practice may resulthie withdrawal by some CP from some
UNECE Regulations and may jeopardize the 1958 Agesw itself.

5. In addition, in some of the existing Regulatidins. ESC in Regulation No. 13-H), it

was proposed to give the possibility to the CPRefeat certain UNECE type approvals. This
contradicts Article 3 of the Agreement (recognitimp all CP) and Article 11, paragraph 3
(no reservation accepted with the exception tockgtilO of the Agreement). The non-
acceptance of UNECE type approvals will undermiveegrinciple of mutual recognition of

the Agreement.

Proposal

6. To cope with above mentioned problems, CP maghwb amend the 1958
Agreement to make it mandatory for national appisoveowever, in the meantime, it is
proposed in the above guidelines to recall thechyagnciples of the Agreement

(@) All UNECE approvals granted according to a Regulasiwall be accepted
by all the Contracting Parties applying the Regulatioaraslternativeo the
national/regional type approval.

(b) The administrative provisions of the Regulasighall focus on the mutual
recognitionof UNECE approvals. The mandatory application d§NMECE
Regulation nationally/regionally may not be deaithim this Regulation but
within national/regional legislation.



(c) New requirements for equipment not covered byistmg UNECE
Regulations (i.e. TPMS, BAS, ESC, etc) should bwoduced as new
Regulations and not as an amendment to an exiRegulation. This
principle will avoid options in the Regulations.

7. The changes to the current guidelines (TRANS28R044) concern mainly new
paragraphs 3 to 14 of this proposal dealing withgtinciples of the Agreement, the scope,
the administrative provisions and alternative regmients in UNECE Regulations. The
section on transitional provisions remains mostighanged.

8. An alternative drafting of transitional provie®V9 and C10 is offered.
