38. The Sub-Committee adopted the proposal by IA®Aclarify the provisions of
2.3.2.2, 2.3.2.3 and 2.3.2.5, with some amendm@ets annexes Il and IlIl). It confirmed
that the current provisions for classification iacking group 11l or for exemption from
Class 3 were applicable only for receptacles wathacities not exceeding 450 litres.

39. Some delegations considered that the capatititation should be removed.
However, that would require that a proposal and@mjate justification be submitted.

40. It was also noted that the capacity limitsdorand sea transport were 30 litres, not
450 litres, and it was thus suggested to use thee mestrictive limit of 30 litres, which
would not prevent the land transport regulationsnfliapplying a less severe capacity limit.

41. It was decided to first ask IMO and ICAO whyyhhad established more severe
capacity limits, and whether they had any objedtitmthe adoption of the 450 litre limit.
The Joint Meeting on RID/ADR/ADN could also be coltsd.
