The Committee may wish teecall that developing EATL is a log term undertaking
requiring a great deal of effort and perseveranoe &nhanced coordination and
cooperation among all countries along the EATL, aelies upon individual country’s

capacity to become a part of the EATL supply chand upon the implementation of
cost/time-reducing transport measures and refonrtisel EATL countries.

The Committee may wish twte that EG’s extended mandate runs until 2012.

network as stipulated in the proposed Annex IV &R

The Committee will banformed about ongoing work towards a proposal for a global
multilateral agreement on the international regtri@nsport of passengers by coach and bus
(OmniBUS), as well as about the new initiative leé European Commission to modify the
EU-third country Interbus Agreement. Delegations iavited to participate in a policy
debate on the different options, i.e. multilatephlirilateral and bilateral arrangements.

Delegates aralso invited to participate in a policy debate based on the findings of a
Group of Experts working on “quantitative restricts imposed on international road
transport of goods”, more specifically about a “Draonvention aligning bilateral
agreements on international road transport with th@ndatory rules of multilateral
instruments governing international road transit”.

Towards unified railway law in the pan-European region and on Euro-Asian land
transport corridors; Position paper by the Working Party on Rail Transport

The Committee may wish to note that the WorkingtyPan Rail Transport has adopted a
position paper (ECE/TRANS/SC.2/214) towards unifymilway law in the pan-European

region and along Euro-Asian transport corridors EEKRANS/SC.2/214). The paper

proposes a gradual step-by-step approach, foresesina first step, the preparation of a
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) or similar instent providing the governmental

framework for general terms and conditions for EAsgan rail transport contracts prepared
by the industry.

Preparation of the MoU is proposed to be undertakef011 by a UNECE Group of
Experts. The underlying general terms and conditifmn rail transport contracts would be
prepared in parallel by experts under the auspmfeshe Organisation for Railway
Cooperation (OSJD), the Intergovernmental Orgaigisdor International Carriage by Rail
(OTIF) and the International Rail Transport Comegt(CIT).

The Committee may wish tpprove this vision and approach as contained in the positi
paper (ECE/TRANS/2011/3) andecide on the establishment of a UNECE Group of
Experts on this subject under the terms of refegrontained in the position paper.

Inland transport security

Among them, provisions to prevemé fiisks on buses and coaches, the
introduction of new provisions for the rolling retince of tyres, which could reduce £O
emissions by 5 percent and lower noise limit valt@styres. Furthermore, the World

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Forum agreed to globally harmonize the test proeeifior measuring the emissions of
heavy duty vehicles eliminating the remaining opsioand to insert in the existing
regulations the new Euro 5 emission requirementiuaiag further the emissions of
gaseous pollutants and particulates for passemrgsaad light duty vehicles.

The Committee may wish toote that in 2010 the World Forum updated some Regiati
annexed to the 1958 Agreement to prevent passefigerselectric shocks not only in
normal service but also in the case of frontal &dral impacts. The adoption of these
updated Regulations has been considered as thénfiesnational regulation on safety for
hybrid and electric vehicles. These landmark piowis will facilitate the early introduction
of safe and clean electric vehicles worldwide. Adong to the programme of work of the
World Forum, this set of requirements for the safdthybrid and electric vehicles will be
followed by other improvements on existing or neagRlations on hydrogen and fuel cells
technologies to be completed by the end of 2011.
