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Proposal for Revision of the Transitional Provisions to Regulation No. 13

l. Introduction

1. This document represents the results of the study of the transitional provisions to Regulation No. 13 made within the framework of the discussion at the 72" GRRF session. It is based on
the document GRRF-72-30 corrected and revised. The information in Chapter 1l of this document is taken from the Status of the Agreement, of the annexed UN Regulations and of
amendments thereto (document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/343/Rev.20).

2. Basing on the results of the study, the revised transitional provisions to Regulation No. 13 are drafted in the Chapter Il of this document. Those transitional provisions correspond to the
Guidelines (document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2011/152). The drafted transitional provisions are proposed for inclusion into the draft Supplement 10 to the 11" series of amendments to
Regulation No. 13 (document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRRF/2012/14).

3. Taking into account of the aforesaid Guidelines, it is proposed further to review and revise the transitional provisions to Regulation No. 13 with introduction of each new draft
amendment/supplement requiring the transitional provisions.

“As from the official date of entry into force of each supplement of this Regulation, no
Contracting Party applying this UN Requlation shall refuse to grant or refuse to accept
UN type approvals according to the relevant Supplement to the 11 series of amendments
to this UN Regulation.x

*This paragraph shall not prevent Denmark from continuing to mandate a vehicle
stability function meeting the requirements of this Regulation.”

OICA proposes to introduce into the 10 Series of amendments all the relevant
supplements which were introduced into the 11 Series but which have no relationship
with the EVSC.
