Paragraph 6.2.2., amend to read:

"6.2.2. For groups I, Il and lll, all restraint dees utilizing a "lap strap” must
positively guide the "lap strap" to ensure that kb&ds transmitted by the
"lap strap" are transmitted through the pelvis.

During the dynamic test, the lap belt shall not pass beyond the pelvic
structure of the dummy to prevent abdominal loading. Assessment shall
be carried out using high speed camera.”

Justification

GRSP is confronted with different interpretatiorfs"positively guide of the lap
strap” during the dynamic test. In real accidentsld restraints approved as such could
lead to abdominal penetration. The existing texdvpnts this with the supplement of an
extra sentence.
