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Aspiration hazard: viscosity criterion for classification of mixtures

Introduction and discussion
1.
At the twenty-fourth session the Sub-Committee agreed to inclusion of the above item in its work programme for the 2013-2014 biennium at the request of IPPIC.  Additional viscosity criteria, determined at 23°C using a method such as flow cups according to ISO 2431, should be included in Chapter 3.10 to take account of mixtures such as paints and printing inks for which it is not possible or practicable to measure kinematic viscosity at 40°C.

IPPIC regrets that it has not been possible to submit a proposal for revision of Chapter 3.10 during the current biennium.  Nonetheless this issue remains important for formulators of mixtures such as those mentioned in paragraph 1, so IPPIC intends to continue its work in this area and to submit a proposal to the Sub-Committee in the next biennium.

No correspondence group is foreseen for this topic since it was of relevance to relatively few delegations.  However IPPIC will gladly liaise with interested experts in the development of its proposal.
