
Multilateral Agreement ADN/M 013 
under section 1.5.1 of the Regulations annexed to ADN 

on the carriage of containers with electrical equipment on the outside of 
the container 

1. By deregatien from ADN 7.1.3.51.4 and ADN 9.1.0.52.1 closed containers 
with electrical equipment on the outside of the container, and which are not of 
a certified safe type, are allowed to be carried provided that the electrical 
equipment on the outside of the container is separated sufficiently from ether 
containers containing substances of: 

- Class 2 for which a label No. 2.1 is required in column (5) of Table A of 

Chapter 3.2; 

- Class 3, packing group I or II; 

- Class 4.3; 

- Class 6.1; packing group I or II, with an additional hazard of Class 4.3; 

- Class 8, packing group I, with an additional hazard of Class 3; and 

- Class 8, packing group I or II, with an additional hazard of Class 4.3. 

This condition is deemed to be met if no container containing the above­
mentioned substances is stowed within an area of cylindrical form with a 
radius of 2.4 m around the electrical equipment and an unlimited vertical 
extension. 

This condition does not apply if containers with electrical equipment which is 
not of a certified safe type and containers containing the above-mentioned 
substances are stowed .in separate holds. 

2. This Agreement shall be valid until 31 December 2016 for the carriage on the 
territories of these ADN Contracting Parties signatory to this Agreement. 

If it is revoked in whole or in part befere that date by one of the signatories, it 
shall remain valid until the above mentioned date only for carriage on the 
territories of these ADN Contracting Parties signatory to this Agreement which 
have not revoked it.
