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THE INTERNATIONAL AGREEMENT ON NAVIGATION

The Agreement on navigation will be submitted to the Supreme Eurasian Economic Council
until the end of 2015. The Russian Federation acts as its developer.

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BASIC TERMS OF ACCESS TO INLAND WATERWAYS
ACCORDING TO THE DRAFT AGREEMENT ON NAVIGATION

» The vessel owner shall notify the competent authority of the Member State of inland waterways not later than 3 calendar
days before the planned date of arrival of the vessel to the state border of the Member State of inland waterways

» Vessels complying with the requirements of the law of the Member State of inland waterways are allowed to sail on the
inland waterways of that Member State

* Pilotage is performed in accordance with the law of the Member State of inland waterways

*The vessel staying on inland waterways of the Member State shall comply with the law of that Member State.

» Each Member State provides the ships flying the flag of other Member States the same rights as are accorded to vessels
Vv flying its own flag

» The payment of all fees and charges for services provided on the inland waterways of another Member State services is
Vi performed in a manner and amount established by the law of that Member State

» Member States shall mutually recognise the ship's papers carried on board the vessel that were issued in accordance with the
VI laws of the Member States

» Member States shall recognise the qualification documents of the captain and crew members confirming the crew members’
categories and their qualifications, and issued on behalf of the Member State of the ship's flag in accordance with the
requirements for the minimum manning and qualifications of crew members, and sufficient to be presented to the courts of
the Member State on which inland waterways navigation is performed
